Rushcliffe’s battery recycling brings ‘positive’ results

So successful is Rushcliffe’s battery recycling scheme, that even the specially printed Batteries2go bags which residents use to store their batteries for doorstep collection, are being reprocessed.
Batteries2go has seen residents recycle more than 26 tons of household batteries (around 673,000) in less than three years This success means that Cromwell Polythene, the original bag supplier, can return the used bags to the production cycle. The old bags will be used as the raw material to make new bags. Meanwhile, the batteries will be sent for reprocessing.(Rushclffe reports No.558)
