58. DECLARATION OF INTEREST BY MEMBERS

· Councillor Carline and Councillor Kingbury declared a personal interest in minute number 62/07 as they are governors of the School.

59. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING AND THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

The minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on the 19th June 2007 and the 10th July 2007, as previously circulated, were taken as read and signed by the Chairman as a true record. 

60. MATTERS ARISING

Minutes from the meeting of the 19th June 2007.

Vimy Ridge

Trees are growing well but some maintenance work is still outstanding on individual trees.  Councillor Cuthill identified a problem with one tree as an ash tree is impeding its grown.   Councillor Cuthill agreed to take the action necessary to resolve the problem.

Parish Walk

The date of the Parish Walk is 7th October starting at 10.30am.   The suggested route could include the Millenium Wood, Spa Well and the old churchyard.  The start and finish would be at the Village Hall.  The Clerk to contact Mr Herrick, to ascertain whether he will grant permission for the visit to the old churchyard, and Mr Oxby regarding crossing his fields to visit the Spa Well.  The route of the walk will depend upon the position regarding the foot and mouth outbreak.

Highways and speeding through Kinoulton

A response has been received from the County Council’s Highways Department regarding the Parish Council letter on speeding, the use of flashing speed signs and 20mph speed limits outside the School.  Agreed the letter should be circulated to Councillors via the Councillors’ Distribution Envelope.

“An Inconvenient truth” 

The Clerk advised that the film/equipment is available from the RCC but the Parish Council would need to provide the publicity and premises.   The Clerk to follow up with the Rural Community Council.

Grassed area off Pinfold Lane

A telephone call and letter has been received from the County Council’s Highways Department.  The 4th scheduled cut should have been undertaken by the time of the meeting.   Councillors expressed concern that it was only scheduled to be the 4th cut as this was a prominent open space area and it was anticipated it should be cut on a far more regular basis.  The Clerk was requested to follow the matter up with the Highways Department.  The letter advised that the problem relating to the sign had been passed to the relevant department.

62. JOINT USE AREA
Councillor Gladstone confirmed the play equipment has been ordered with an anticipated start date for installation of the equipment of the week commencing 28th August 2007.  

A letter has been received from the County Council giving consent to the installation of the new equipment and safety surface as per quote Q07763a dated 2nd July 2007.

The Treasurer advised that cheques to the sum of £5,500 had been received from the School subject to the sum being repaid if the equipment was not installed.  The Clerk advised that she was still awaiting receipt of the signed Agreement from the County Council.  

Suggested that there should be a formal opening ceremony possibly in conjunction with an event?  Councillor Gladstone to follow up with the School and PTFA.

The Clerk stressed that once the equipment is installed it needs to be inspected twice a week and a written record kept of the inspection.  Suggested a monthly rota could be introduced.  Councillor Oxby agreed to undertake the inspection for the first month.

63. A46

Councillor Gladstone reported that John Huckerby, Jenny Cuthill and himself represented the Parish Council and Dualling Group at the A46 inquiry on 3rd July 2007 putting forward the village’s case for alternative solutions to the Roehoe Junction for access into the village. It was well supported by the village with approximately 30 parishioners attending the inquiry.   County Councillor Cottee, District Councillor Keyworth and the Leader of Rushcliffe B.C. had also given evidence relating to the issues and problems the proposed junction would cause.    Councillor Oxby requested that it was minuted that Councillor Gladstone, Mr John Huckerby and Mrs Jenny Cuthill had set out an excellent case at the inquiry and raised a number of questions which the Highways Agency had difficulties in responding to.   He would like to thank on behalf of the Parish Council all members of the Dualling Group for the considerable time they had put into assembling evidence and presenting the case for the village.  All agreed.

A46 crossroads

A letter has been received from Highways Agency in response to the Parish Council’s letter regarding vehicles crossing the A46 presenting a significant accident risk.   The Highways Agency expressed its concern but advised that it was a matter for the Police.  A copy of the Parish Council’s letter had therefore been forwarded to the Police by the Highways Agency.

Councillor Earl reported that an incident had occurred when a vehicle had crossed in front of the service bus leaving the bus stranded in the middle of the road.  A third party had taken the offending car’s licence number, which had been passed onto the Police.  

A46 Lights 

Lighting  - The Chairman had received an e-mail from a parishioner advising that a number of lights were not working on the A46. The Clerk was requested to raise the matter with the Highways Agency.

64. VILLAGE/PARISH PROJECTS

The Clerk has written to the Highways Department at the County Council enclosing a plan of the proposed locations of the dog bins. 

Councillor Earl advised that she has gone through the list of volunteers and a lot of people are happy to collect prescriptions.  Suggested that an article is put in the Newsletter and posters are erected on noticeboards in the Village and in the doctor’s surgeries.    

The Chairman raised that she wished to acquire bulbs for planting through out the Village.  Suggested that wild flower bulbs are acquired.    Proposed, “ Wild flower bulbs are purchased up to a value of £100” Proposed Councillor Gladstone, seconded by Councillor Carline .All Agreed. 

The Chairman raised the possibility of another village sign at West End.   Generally felt it was not necessary to have another sign at West End.

65. RURAL TRANSPORT

The Clerk has sent letter to the Rural Community Council regarding this issue asking for information on rural transport schemes. After a discussion it was felt that initially the volunteer driver scheme referred to in minute number 64/07 should be undertaken and further services may be built on this if a demand was identified.  Agreed that given the size of the Village, a specific village bus was not feasible in isolation due to the potential capital and revenue costs.

Councillor Earl raised that the bus timetables to Keyworth were not conducive to shopping, as there was a very limited time in Keyworth before the buses return journey. Councillor Earl agreed to raise the matter with the bus authorities to determine whether any changes could be made to the timetable.

66. CLERK’S SALARY

Agreed to carry forward to the next meeting. 

67. CORRESPONDENCE

(a) Rushcliffe Borough Council – Tree Planting/Small Environmental Improvement Scheme 2007/2008 applications to be submitted by 1st September.  Agreed that there is a need to looking at locations where trees should be planted but this should be in relation to next years scheme given the limited time period.

(b) Nottinghamshire County Council – Building Better Communities Scheme (BBC) enclosing brochure and application form. Placed in Councillors’ Distribution Envelope for consideration and information.

(c) Melton Borough Council – Masterplan for Melton Mowbray Town Centre. Placed in Councillors’ Distribution Envelope for consideration and information.

(d) Hacker Young – letter acknowledging receipt of annual return. Passed to the Treasurer.

(e) Vale First Responders – Application for grant aid in principle. Agreed the Parish Council would be prepared to give financial support.

(f) Rushcliffe Borough Council – letter regarding Annual Accounts survey on their website site.

(g) Rushcliffe Borough Council – letter regarding Rushcliffe LDF sustainability appraisal scooping report.  Placed in Councillors’ Distribution Envelope for consideration and information.

68. SANCTION OF ACCOUNTS

The Treasurer advised that due to the significant time period between the receipt of the invoices and the next Parish Council meeting he had paid the sums due to Mr Dixon and Rushcliffe Borough Council.  The Council’s Financial Regulation permitted the payment of the sums in question and required that the payments were reported to the next meeting of the Parish Council.

Agreed to defray the aforementioned expenses.

69.    ITEMS ARISING FROM THE MATERIALS DISTRIBUTED TO COUNCILLORS 

Belvoir First Aid application for grant aid – The organisation provides first aid cover to village events.  It was understood they were to have provide the first aid cover at Kinoulton Show before it was cancelled. Resolution "A grant of £50.00 is made to Belvoir First Aid".  Proposed Councillor Gladstone, seconded Councillor Kingsbury.  All agreed.

70.    ANY OTHER BUSINESS  
(a) Councillor Earl advised that a disabled neighbour is having trouble getting his wheelchair through the gate on the towpath at Hickling Basin. Councillor Earl to speak to the parishioner and advise him to contact British Waterways as he will have first hand knowledge of the problem he is experiencing.  However, Councillor Earl emphasised that the Parish Council will take the matter up on his behalf if there are any issues that cannot be resolved.

(b) A parishioner had expressed concern with Councillor Carline over the appearance of the height of gates erected on a property off Lindy Close.  Councillor Oxby advised that the gates would only require planning permission is they were more than 2 metres high or 1 meter if the gates abut the adopted highway.

(c) Councillor Evan raised concerns over the state of canal between Kinoulton Bridge and the swing bridge.  The water level is low and the canal has an offensive smell. The Clerk was requested to raise the issue with British Waterways.
