54.  DECLARATION OF INTEREST BY MEMBERS

· Councillor Carline and Councillor Kingsbury declared a personal interest in minute number 57/07 as they are both school governors.  

55. PLANNING APPLICATIONS 

REFERENCE No: 07/0111402/FUL

APPLICANT: Mr & Mrs Rathore.

DEVELOPMENTS: Two storey rear extension, first floor side extension.

LOCATION: 1 Lindy Close.

COMMENTS (if any): None

DECISION: The Parish Council had no comments to make on the application.

56. JOINT USE AREA
The Clerk understood from our solicitor that the signed and completed agreement has still not been forwarded by the County Council.

Councillor Gladstone had met with the Head Teacher, Mr Savage and representatives of the PTFA, invited by Mr Savage, regarding the play equipment to be provided on the joint use area.   The children at the School had expressed a preference for the larger Proludic Scheme that the Parish Council had concluded at the last meeting was outside their budget.  However, the Head Teacher had negotiated the price down by approximately £3,000 to £20,500 and Councillor Gladstone had been advised that the PTFA had agreed to contribute through the School the sum of £5,500 to enable the larger Proludic Scheme to proceed.  The Clerk confirmed that she had received a letter from the School accordingly.

The Parish Council has paid a contractor to clear and turf the site and it was anticipated the Parish Council will pay £15,000 towards the replacement of the play equipment. 

Councillor Gladstone advised that, with Councillor Oxby, he had met a number of parents at the Village Hall on 9th July to answer a number of queries they had regarding the surface and the equipment.  Councillor Gladstone advised that the system being used allows grass to grow through the surface which will need to be cut on a regular interval.  He had raised with the contractor the parent’s concerns about muddy surfaces and had been advised this was not an issue as the mesh does not fill up with debris.  Councillor Gladstone intends to visit a number of existing play areas using the same safety system to confirm this is the case.  The equipment that forms a trail is designed to be near the path so parents can help their child on the trail if necessary from the adjoining path.   The surface is guaranteed for 5 years and the equipment for 10 years

Resolved,  “The Parish Council accept a gift of £5,500 towards the play equipment” Proposed Councillor Carline, seconded Councillor Kingbury.  All agreed.

Resolved “The Parish Council place an order with Proludic Limited to proceed with a scheme of play equipment as set out in quote Q07763a for Kinoulton School Joint Use Area at a price of £20,500.  The Chairman and Vice Chairman are authorised to sign any documentation in connection therewith and the Treasurer is authorised to make the payments in connection therewith”.  Proposed Councillor Oxby, seconded Councillor Earl.  All agreed

57.    ANY OTHER BUSINESS  

(a) The Clerk handed out booklets forwarded by the Standards Board for England on the new code of conduct.  

(b) Councillor Carline raised the issue of a volunteers scheme to help the older people in the community access various facilities.

(c) Councillor Earl had received an acknowledgement from the County Council in respect of completing the on-line questionnaire on rights of way

(d) Councillor Oxby advised that he had received three invoices since the last meeting.  Given the length of time to the next meeting he proposed to pay the invoices in accordance with the provisions of the Financial Regulations and report the matter formally at the meeting of 7th August.
