43. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING AND THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

44. MATTERS ARISING

From the minutes of the meeting of the 15th May 2007 

Village Green

Chairman raised the question of the seemingly small leaves on the Turkey Oak.  Councillor Cuthill will take another look at it. The third party looking at the possible redesign of the Village Green has not as yet got back to Councillor Gladstone.

Model Code of Conduct

 A letter has been received from the Monitoring Officer at Rushcliffe Borough Council advising that the Borough Council will advertise the Code.  The Clerk has telephoned the appropriate person and confirmed the Parish Council had adopted the Code and wished to be included in the advertisement.

46. JOINT USE AREA
Councillor Gladstone advised the old play equipment has been removed and the new turf laid. A strip of the astro turf has been left to form a pathway from the Village Hall car park to the School drive. The newly laid turf has been roped off with red and white warning tape.  The turf will be rolled once the new grass has bound in.  

Councillor Gladstone reported that he had met with the Head Teacher regarding the choice of play equipment. The Head Teacher has obtained six other quotes but these had been narrowed down to two quote through the discussions between Councillor Gladstone and the Head Teacher:

Proludic Option 1:  The cost was approximately the same as Plane & Simple’s proposals.  The equipment was designed for children from the ages of 2 to 11.  The general view was that the equipment was on the small size reflecting a concern of one of the options considered at the Parish Council meeting of 14th June.    The  equipment may not be of a size sufficient to cope with the number of children who would look to use the equipment at breaktime and possibly lacked stimulation for the older children.

Proludic Option 2:  Option 2 was considered a better option with a wide variety of equipment provided.  Concerns were expressed by a number of Councillors regarding the colour scheme and whether it fitted into a rural environment.       However, the cost of the equipment would be £23,000 which if significantly above the budgeted cost for providing the equipment by the Parish Council.

Second firm – This set out a trail type course.  This was regarded as being of limited interest for the younger children, was seen as open to misuse by older children and was not considered to offer the best play value for the money.

Councillor Gladstone will feedback the Parish Council’s views to the Head Teacher.  

Given the desire by all parties to have the equipment installed during the summer holidays it will need to be ordered as soon as possible.   

RESOLVED “Councillor Gladstone be authorised to order the play equipment and its installation from Plane and Simple subject to;

(i) The price not exceeding more than £17,250.00

(ii) Satisfactory references being obtained

(iii) The agreement of the School to the system proposed

(iv) The agreement of the Nottinghamshire County Council as licensor to the system proposed

Proposed Councillor Oxby, seconded Councillor Evans. All agreed.

It was stressed that a further meeting of the Parish Council would be called if necessary, particular if the nature of the equipment could not be agreed between the parties.

No further information was available on when Kinoulton’s case would be presented before the Inquiry.

48. VILLAGE/PARISH PROJECTS

The Clerk has spoken to Mr Ralderton at Rushcliffe Borough Council’s Streetwise and he has confirmed that if the dog waste bins are to be placed on highway land the Borough Council will provide, install and empty the bins once a week at no expense to the Parish Council. The bin will be a 50 litre red bin with a lid.

After a discussion it was agreed that subject to the Highway Authorities agreement, the dog waste bins should be placed on the following areas:

· Owthorpe Lane near the driveway to Vimy Ridge.

· In the grass verge on Hickling Lane.

· In the grass verge after Manor Farm on Hall Lane.

· Near the bus shelter adjacent to the School Main Street.

· Near the notice board on Pinfold Lane/Main Street.

However, it will be necessary to obtain consent from the County Council, as the highway authority, for the bins to be located on the road verges.  Rushcliffe BC will require a letter of confirmation from the County Council that they have granted their consent to the bins being located on the highway before they will install the bins. 

49. VIMY RIDGE TREES

A meeting of the Friends of Vimy Ridge had taken place on the 18th June 2007. Councillor Cuthill agreed to be Chairman of the Group.  He advised that various members of the group will adopt a number of trees  (tree stakes to be numbered) and maintain those trees in terms of weed clearance and hedge trimming. 

Di Worn has taken on the role of secretary and has produced minutes of the meeting.
