141. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING 
The minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on the 17th February, as previously circulated, were taken as read and, with amendments, were signed by the Chairman as a true record. 

142. MATTERS ARISING

Councillor Gladstone and Councillor Oxby attended a meeting of the Grantham Canal liaison group. A further meeting of the liaison group is to be held in May at Hickling.

144. JOINT USE AREA

Councillor Kingsbury, Councillor Oxby and Councillor Gladstone had discussed the wobble board and it was decided to put this into a fixed position. Mr Warden of Kinoulton Primary School has now completed this work.
Councillor Oxby advised that he had inspected the joint use area twice a week since the last meeting and the equipment and play area was in good order.

Councillor Oxby said that the grass should be checked for mowing closer to Easter.

Periphery board signs are to be updated by Councillor Jon Gladstone to give details of new parish clerk.
145. VIMY RIDGE  
The Chairman went through the memorial dedication event to be held on May 17th 
A discussion was held about the guest list and John Huckerby, Mr and Mrs John Owen, Mr Barton and Mrs Carol Bassford were added to the list.
146. RISK ASSESSMENT & INSURANCE COVER

Councillor Oxby had distributed the insurance cover prior to the meeting and had previously circulated the risk assessment last year.  Councillor Oxby advised that the bench at Irish Jacks Bridge had been added to the Insurance schedule.  The risk assessment had also been updated to include 4 benches and the new memorial plaque.
Joint use play area risk assessment has been undertaken by an independent inspector and a further inspection was due in July, 2009.
With minor amendments the Risk Assessment Insurance Schedule was approved by the Council.

147. ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

To be held on 28th April, 2009.  The meeting will start at 7.30pm with the formal business beginning at 8pm.   The final programme will be publicised through posters around the village closer to this date.
The Parish Council has purchased 200 light bulbs for distribution at the meeting, and other energy related giveaways are planned.  

The Greening Campaign’s Terena Plowright has agreed to attend and speak at the meeting.
School is having a meeting on Friday 20th March with regards to applying for eco status. Councillor Cuthill will attend as a representative for the Parish Council. Jon Gladstone suggested that a couple of pupils may like to attend the Annual Parish Meeting to inform parishioners about eco status.
148. AFFORDABLE HOUSING

This organisation was now known as Waterloo Housing  Association (formerly Eastern Shires).
Councillor Gladstone advised he had contacted Rushcliffe BC regarding the paragraph in Rushcliffe Review that stated that affordable housing was planned for Kinoulton. However, no site had been  identified as yet.
Waterloo Housing Association said that they wanted to have a public meeting but Councillor Gladstone was of the opinion that until there was a site identified there was nothing to talk about.  Once information is available about the proposed site, it would be beneficial to arrange a meeting.  This was supported by all Parish Councillors present.
149. VILLAGE SPRING CLEAN

Councillor Oxby advised he had contacted Rushcliffe Borough Council’s Streetwise Team and advised them that the Parish Council was undertaking a Village Spring Clean on 19th April.  Street wise will provide the litter pickers, and bags and will collect the rubbish.  

Councillor Gladstone is to put up posters advertising the spring clean and the quiz.
The Parish Clerk to send a reminder letter to Rushcliffe Borough Council 14 days before the event.

A letter is to be sent to the Tree Officer – Dave Simkins at Nottinghamshire County Council Highways Department to ask if the three trees on the Village Green are inspected regularly as they are adjacent the highway. If not, could they undertake regular inspections for the Parish Council?
