79. DECLARATION OF INTEREST BY MEMBERS

Councillor Kingsbury declared a personal interest in minute number 84/08 as he is a governor of the Primary School

80. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING 
The minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on the 16th September 2008 as previously circulated were taken as read and, with amendments, signed by the Vice-Chairman as a true record. 

With the agreement of the councillors the agenda item regarding affordable housing was brought forward.

81. AFFORDABLE HOUSING

Marie Wilson and Jason Clarke from Eastern Shires Housing Association (ESHA) gave a presentation regarding the criteria and process of the establishment of affordable housing in any given area. They advised there was interest from two landowners in the village in providing land for affordable housing but at this time these remain confidential to ESHA.  The Housing Needs Survey undertaken approximately 2 years ago had identified a housing need, principally for shared ownership houses.   The ESHA advised that the next step would be to undertaken a consultation process by way of a display and meeting with parishioners to set out what affordable housing in the village would look to achieve and whether there was still a need for affordable housing.   

ESHA advised that it was likely that any development would consist of six houses, five-shared ownership between 25% & 80% and one rented.     The houses would be for local people and a planning requirement would require that people in the village had the first opportunity to take up the housing.  Only if there was no local interest would the next criteria be applied, people in neighbouring parishes.   The houses would be built to Code 3 of the Sustainable Homes Code.    They advised that a scheme has recently been complete at East Bridgeford and another scheme is currently being built at Aslockton.  The representatives of ESHA answered questions from councillors relating to affordable housing.

Agreed that ESHA would establish when Rushcliffe BC newsletter was to be delivered and come back to the Clerk to the Council.  Thereafter, the Parish Council would organise a display/meeting in the village where ESHA would be available to answer queries on affordable housing.  Ideally the display/meeting would be between 3.30pm and 7.00 pm.  Looking towards January 2009 or possibly into February for the display/meeting.

The Chairman thanked Marie and Jason for their presentation to the Council. 

82. MATTERS ARISING

Councillor Earl advised that the stile off Pinfold Lane was in need of attention.  There was also a problem on the footpath, which goes towards Hickling Pastures.  Councillor Earl agreed to contact the Rights of Way Officer at the County Council

84. JOINT USE AREA

Councillor Oxby reported that he’d inspected the Joint Use Area twice a week and there was nothing to report in terms of any works required to the play area.

85. VIMY RIDGE TREES AND PLAQUE 

Councillor Oxby advised that he had met with the parishioner regarding the position of the seat at Irish Jacks Bridge.  He also confirmed that he had raised whether the County Council could install the seat but he understood they did not have the financial resources to undertake the work in relation to the Vimy Ridge Scheme.  The Clerk confirmed that details of the plaque and the proposed seat had been forwarded to British Waterways.  Councillor Cuthill reported the plaque had been finished. He also advised that Ali Bush the County Council’s archaeologist was looking to have a site meeting along with British Waterways and other interested parties. 

Councillor Cuthill has spoken to Dave Simkin, at the County Council and basically all of the trees planted earlier this year have failed. Councillor Cuthill has put a piece in the Newsletter saying they are to be replanted. The new contract for the trees is with a different supplier and will contain an element of maintenance. 

86. GREEN ISSUES FOR THE PARISH COUNCIL

Matter deferred until the next meeting.

87. SPEEDWATCH 

The Clerk reported on the Speedwatch campaign on behalf of Councillor Gladstone.  There had been sessions at the School, the Church and the Nevile Arms.  13 warning letters had been sent out by the police of which two letters were to local people.  Councillor Gladstone reported that it was pleasing to note that a high number of vehicles were obeying the speed limit.

County Councillor Cottee distributed a plan identifying the location of the proposed new school highway signs.   The 20 mph zones past schools are still at the pilot scheme stage.

88. CORRESPONDENCE

(a) Kinoulton Village Hall Committee - letter advising they intended to voluntarily register the title to the Village Hall.

(b) Nottinghamshire County Council Travel and Transport Briefing – Agreed by councillors they no longer required a copy of the briefing sending to the Parish Council as it was available on the website.

(c) Communities and Local Government – consultation on making and enforcement of byelaws. Placed in Councillors’ Distribution Envelope for consideration.

(d) Rushcliffe B.C – letter regarding the provision of legal services to the Parish Council.

(e) NALC – Advice on financial contribution towards the erection of a Sherwood Foresters memorial in Belgium.

(f) NALC – information regarding training courses. 

(g) Two letters were read out to the Council, which had been sent to the Chairman by the applicant for planning permission adjacent to Bridge House.   The letters expressed concern on how the Parish Council’s decision was made on the application.    The Clerk was requested to respond:

· confirming that each councillor has full access to all planning applications and formed their own view on the application.

· Setting out the nature of the minutes taken by the Clerk on behalf of the Parish Council.  

(h) Rural Community Action  - letter regarding AGM on 6th November 2008.  Placed in Councillors’ Distribution Envelope for consideration and information.

(i) NALC Publication Scheme. - The Clerk advised that the Parish Council was required to produce a new publication scheme and adopt it by 31st December 2008. The Clerk was requested to draft the publication scheme, based on the model scheme, and the matter should be considered at the next meeting
