87.  MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

The minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on the 20th October, 2009, as previously circulated, were taken as read and, with amendments, were signed by the Chairman as a true record

88. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Councillor Gladstone reported that Councillor Evans had said that the Bulb Planting day, held on Sunday 8th November had been a very successful day. The original date of 1st November had been postponed due to bad weather.
Councillor Earl asked if the Parish Council were to adopt the red phone box could it be moved to a more high profile site?  The Clerk to the Council is to contact BT payphones and ask the relevant questions.  Councillor Oxby voiced his concerns over who would maintain this if the Parish Council did adopt it. If it could be moved, Councillor Earl agreed to approach the School to determine whether the telephone box may be of interest to them.
Councillor Earl reported back to the Council that she had spoken to Mr. Bob Naismith regarding the cinema in Hickling.  She informed the Council that the lottery had funded it and there was no charge made to Hickling Parishioners for attendance at the screening of films.  Borough Councillor, Mrs Tina Combellack, informed the Parish Council that as a resident in Hickling she had used the facility and that a bucket was placed at the entrance for contributions.  One of the conditions that Hickling had to abide by was not to advertise the facility. The existence of and running times of the Cinema is on the Hickling website.  Chairman Jon Gladstone is to contact Liz Foxwell-Canning, editor of the Kinoulton website, and Di Worn, Editor, Kinoulton News Letter regarding a link to the Hickling page in order to inform Kinoulton residents of its availability.

90.   JOINT USE AREA

Councillor Oxby reported that he had inspected the Joint Use Area twice a week since the last meeting and  no issues with the equipment had been identified.  However, Mr Warden had raised the issue of finding broken bottles in the grassed area of the play ground, suggesting that people have been drinking in the play area. Councillor Oxby is to write a piece for Kinoulton newsletter making people aware of the situation and to reinforce that this is not acceptable.
91 AFFORDABLE HOUSING
A response had been received from Rushcliffe B.C. and Waterloo Housing to the Parish Council’s letter, agreeing to  Parish Council being fully involved at all stages with the proposed scheme. Councillor Cuthill queried the amount of 80%, having been set by Waterloo Housing, as a maximum part ownership amount that purchasers could buy.  He asked whether the amount was too high and whether such a limit would encourage people to stay in the houses rather that move on to free them up for other prospective buyers.  The Clerk to the Council is to write to Waterloo Housing to query this situation.
92 A46 DUALLING
The A46 dualling group are active again regarding this matter and will write a letter concerning the Public Inquiry to be held on 12th January, 2010.   The dualling group is to meet to formally discuss this. 
Councillor Oxby proposed a resolution to restate the Parish Council’s commitment and support of the Kinoulton A46 Fosse Dualling Group, with the Group acting on behalf of the Parish Council at the Public Inquiry, anticipated to be in January 2010 and this was seconded by Councillor Kingsbury.
93 GREENING CAMPAIGN

Councillor Cuthill reported to the Council that a meeting was held to discuss the date of the launch of the Greening Campaign.  As it was a small group who were organising everything, Terena Plowright suggested that more Kinoulton residents should become involved.  Councillor Cuthill said that personal invitations could be sent to the residents who attended the Greening Campaign meeting that was held earlier this year in the Village Hall.  Councillor Cuthill is to place information regarding an invitation to Parishioners to become involved with this in the Kinoulton newsletter.

A meeting is scheduled for Wednesday December 9th to invite attendees of the public meeting to get more involved ahead of the launch event in the new year.
94 SPEEDWATCH AND ADJACENT PARISHES

Councillor Jon Gladstone has spoken to residents of  Colston Bassett, Kinoulton and Owthorpe.  He proposed that the Villages work together and put on a united front regarding speeding traffic as this appears to be a growing problem.   Councillor Carline suggested that contact be made with Emma Thacker, our Community Police Officer.  The Clerk will write to her over concern regarding traffic outside school both in the mornings and at home times with regards to both speeding and parking on the zig zag lines.  Councillor Carline felt that if she could attend at these times on occasion, it may improve the situation.
Councillor Gladstone asked if the Council would be prepared to invest in a part share of a speeding device with Cropwell Bishop, Kinoulton and Colston Bassett. .  The cost of the Parish Council’s share would be around £150.00 with some maintenance costs thereafter.   

In principal the council agree to owning a share in a speed device should the opportunity arise.

All Parish Councillors are invited to attend the Lord Mayor’s Christmas Carol Service to be held in Hickling Parish Church on Sunday December 13th.
Councillor Carline has spoken to residents regarding the overhanging hedge on Meadow Way and this will now, hopefully, be resolved.

Councillor Carline also reported that after speaking to a Parishioner regarding a fall, he has spoken to the Highways Department about the poor state of repair of the pavement on  Nevile Drive.  Since this conversation he had noted that the Highways Department were dealing with this matter.
Councillor Cuthill said that if the Parish Council were not to meet in December he wanted to inform them of a proposed planning application to remove an elm tree in the village. The Parish Clerk will circulate the planning application for any comments. 
Councillor Earl asked the Council if it were possible to remove the ‘new road surface’ sign on Kinoulton Lane. Councillor Gladstone agreed and the Clerk was requested to contact the Highways department to request that they remove all redundant road signs from West End to the A46.

Councillor Oxby said that the war memorial lettering needs some attention.  The Clerk is to contact the relevant person to deal with this.
