155. Declaration of Interest by Members and Officers

156. Approve the minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the Tuesday 15th February, 2011, as previously circulated, were taken as read and, with amendments, were signed by the Chairman as a true record.  

157. Matters arising from the Minutes

Councillor Earl reported that there were still difficulties with regards to buses coming up as far as Pinfold Lane.  She has been in touch with the Bus Company to try and once again clarify this situation.  Councillor Cottee had spoken to the relevant department of the Nottinghamshire County Council who have said that they will put it into writing that the buses will travel up as far as Pinfold Lane as there is no reason as to why they can’t. 
A representative of British Waterways - A Mr Mark Walton, is planning to walk the Kinoulton stretch of the Canal with Councillor Earl in order to identify some of the aquatic plant life with her.  She is to become a local Ranger for this part of the Canal enabling her to monitor its condition.
Vimy Ridge Trees – Councillor Cuthill is to continue his research into the matter of the maintenance of the trees along with Councillor Cottee who will also make enquires and get back to the Parish Council with any updates in the future.
Kinoulton Newsletter – Councillor Gladstone reported that he had  published a brief article in the Kinoulton Newsletter clarifying it’s status and the Parish Council view that it should never contain political content.

160. Joint Use Area

Councillor Oxby had inspected the Joint Use Area twice a week since the last meeting and no issues with the equipment had been identified.   

161. A46

Councillor Earl said that a Parishioner had raised the issue of the state of the haunches on Bridegate Lane.  It had been pointed out to her that cars were getting their wheels trapped along the disintegrating verges.  The situation had worsened due to the increased traffic use since the temporary closure of the Kinoulton junction onto the A46.  Councillor John Cottee is raising this issue with Nottinghamshire County Council and the Parish Clerk is to write to the Highways department informing them of the Parish Council’s concern about the condition of the verges on the roads that are being used excessively due to diversions in place because of closure of the direct access to Kinoulton.
162. Affordable Housing

Councillor Gladstone reported that two of the affordable houses had now been reserved and the 100% rental property has now been taken and residency will commence from 3rd April, 2011.
Councillor Cuthill said that he was disappointed that the property market values were considerably more than the Council had anticipated and was concerned that these were indeed ‘affordable’ homes. He suggested that this issue be raised with the Trent Valley Partnership.  Councillor Oxby expressed his concerns that the Parish Council had received limited information over the development of the houses and their sale/letting.  This had not been the “partnership” approach he had anticipated.  
Councillor Gladstone said that the contractor was intending to hand over the units the week commencing March 28th.

The Parish Council was concerned about these issues and the Councillors Oxby, Gladstone and Cuthill agreed to work together to draft a letter to Waterloo Housing and Rushcliffe Borough Council detailing their concerns.

163. Allotments

Councillor Earl gave an update on the progress of the Allotments.  She said a Community shed that had been paid for from a donation from East Midlands Airport had now been erected and a grant of £100 from the Bramley Apple Society had been received that would pay for four apple trees to be planted in the recreation area.

Some of the hedging would be replanted in order to improve them.  

Money was being donated from the Hickling Scarecrow fund which would be pressed into use for gardening equipment for children and the disabled.  The raised beds were now ready for any gardeners who would like to use them and a community allotment was available for residents to plant a couple of rows of anything they would like without having to rent a whole allotment,
There were plans to hold an open day for the Allotments on 25th June.

The final management agreement was circulated for reading and signing. Councillor Gladstone and Councillor Cuthill will progress this.

164. Annual Parish Meeting

Councillor Gladstone said that he had a draft of the Annual Parish Meeting agenda which he would circulate electronically and placed on notice boards to inform Parishioners of the event.   

Councillor Evans will cater for the Annual Parish Meeting and will purchase consumables and beverages for the evening.  She will ask a representative of the Kinoulton Show Committee to talk about their plans for the Show at the Annual Parish Meeting.
Councillor Earl will talk about the development and progress of the Kinoulton Allotments.

165. Parish Council Elections

Councillor Cuthill asked if there were more candidates than required for the Parish Council would they need to canvass themselves prior to the Election.  Councillor Oxby and Councillor Gladstone said that this was a matter for the individual candidates to decide.
166. Notice Board

Councillor Gladstone informed the Councillors that the former shop notice board fitted perfectly between the two posts at the rear of the existing notice board so plans were afoot to complete this work in order to increase the area available for displaying posters and letters of general information that the Parish clerk receives from time to time.
167. Greening Campaign
Councillor Cuthill reported that everything was progressing well and was still very well supported.  On June 13th,   there was to be a presentation to Ministers at the House of Commons to explain how the Greening Campaign works with a hope that it could be endorsed by the Government. The Kinoulton Greening Campaign Committee had been asked to participate in this via presentation tables and talking on a one to one basis to Ministers regarding Kinoultons’ experiences.
A number of members of the Greening Campaign Committee have undergo training which enables them to undertake home energy audits. Energy Audits have also been undertaken of the Village Hall, and Horters Shop. Councillor Cuthill agreed to talk about this at the Annual Parish meeting. 
The Village Hall Committee was considering photovoltaic panels after having had a presentation made to them outlining the benefits of their use.  Councillor Oxby reported that there is a significant cost to the installation of the panels but there was a possibility of a Grant for this purpose which he was pursuing.

168. Risk Assessment and Internal Audit

Councillor Oxby said that Mr Dixon was prepared to do the Internal Audit again this year. 
Regarding risk assessment, Councillor Oxby advised that basically nothing had changed from last year.  However, he expressed concern regarding the lack of a follow up inspection on the Oak on the Village Green, which was to be undertaken by the County Council.  If this was not to be undertaken by the County Council the Parish Council needs to arrange for a regular inspection.  The Clerk was requested to follow the matter up with the County Council’s tree officer. 
169. Correspondence

· Titan Internet Ltd, Professional Hosting Kinoulton.com £100.00 plus VAT.  Councillor Oxby advised that the invoice could only be paid via the website and he would paid the amount on his credit card.  It was agreed the Council will reimburse Councillor Oxby.
· School Joint Use Area £500.00 for the year commencing on 1st April 2011.
·  Councillor Evans £36.48 for catering supplies for the Kinoulton Spring Cleaning event 
The Parish Council agreed to defray the above mentioned invoices.

172. Parish Affairs

· Missing Grate - During the Parish Spring Cleaning a missing grate had been found by Councillor Oxby on Kinoulton Lane (to the west of Wolds Farm entrance).  A bollard had been put adjacent to the grate and the matter reported to the County Council’s emergency number 
· White Line - Councillor Earl had been approached by a Parishioner who requested that there be a white traffic line painted down the road between Kinoulton and Hickling.
