108.    MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

109.    PLANNING APPLICATIONS.
Councillor Oxby declared a prejudicial interest in planning application 10/01512/FUL as he is a joint owner of adjacent land.  He left the room and did not participate in the discussion or the decision.

LOCATION:           The Stables, Kinoulton Lane, Kinoulton, Notts.

COMMENT:  The Councillors agreed unanimously that they had no objection.  The only comment made was that this application had been dealt with at the October meeting and the Clerk was requested to inform Rushcliffe Borough Council accordingly.

DEVELOPMENT:  First Floor Extension

LOCATION:           72 Main Street, Kinoulton, Nottinghamshire NG12 3EN

COMMENT: Councillors had no comment or objection to this application.

DECISION: No Objection

Councillor Gladstone thanked Councillor Oxby for distributing a briefing note on the proposed changes to the planning system, including Neighbourhood Plans and their potential impact on the Parish Council over the next few years.
109.     JOINT USE AREA 

Councillor Oxby advised that he had inspected the play area twice a week since the last meeting and no issues had come to his attention.

Councillor Gladstone had received a telephone complaint regarding a hirer of the Village Hall potentially letting off fireworks on the School playing field on November 6th.  Councillor Gladstone rang the Village Hall Booking Clerk and subsequent spoke to the hirer to advise that fireworks should not be let off in the school grounds without the permission of the School.  

The fireworks were eventually let off at the Nevile Arms rather than the School field. Councillor Oxby agreed to clarify the matter with the Village Hall Booking Clerk.
110.   A46 NEWARK TO WIDMERPOOL IMPROVEMENT SCHEME

The A606 to A46 Northbound slip road is to re-open over the weekend of 20th/21st November .  However, this will also mean that the access into Kinoulton Lane off the A46 will be prohibited.   With the closure of the turn off from the A46 to Kinoulton this means that access to Kinoulton will be gained via a diversion through Hickling or Owthorpe.

Councillors expressed concern about Needham Hill and Kinoulton Lane being kept passable in icy/snowy weather conditions as, if it was neglected, residents on the A46 and Kinoulton Lane would be unable to potentially get back to their homes.  They were also concerned about signage for the diversion being situated correctly so that drivers were aware that there was no access to the A46 from Kinoulton Lane.  Councillors also raised whether the Emergency Services had been made aware of this closure.  The Clerk is to contact Balfour Beatty to clarify all these matters and duly inform Councillors.  

There is to be a meeting at Balfour Beatty on December 8th to bring relevant parties up to speed on the progress of the Improvement Scheme.  Councillor Gladstone, Councillor Oxby, Councillor Cuthill and Councillor Evans will be attending this.  The Clerk will inform Pam Hobson, Balfour Beatty’s liaison officer who will be attending.
Councillor Earl discussed the effect that the road changes would have on the bus services in the Village, considering that the buses would not be able to use their normal route.  She will contact the bus companies to discuss the routes that they may use in order to continue with bus services into and out of Kinoulton.
111.     AFFORDABLE HOUSING

Councillor Gladstone reported that he had exchanged a number of emails with both Rushcliffe Borough Council and Waterloo Housing regarding the questions raised at the Parish Council meeting on 19th October.
Valuations for the properties are expected early December, after which a local marketing campaign will take place.
Of the existing developments in Rushcliffe, the 5 units in East Bridgford, 2 units in Aslockton, and 3 of the 5 units in Cropwell Bishop have been sold to people with a local connection. Two units remain for sale on the recently completed Cropwell Bishop site.
Councillor Gladstone continues to press for a meeting date with Rushcliffe to discuss the outstanding issues raised in October.

Councillor Evans thanked Councillor Gladstone for his continued perseverance to clarify issues that the Parish Councillors had.
Councillor Oxby advised that at a local government planning conference he had attended in Sheffield, he had gone to a workshop on Community Land Trusts run by the National Housing Federation (NHF).  He has raised with the representative of the NHF the mortgage position for shared ownership home.  The NHF representative confirmed that there were very few mortgage providers currently in this market
112.     ALLOTMENTS

Councillor Earl reported that there were 61 members and only half a plot left.  She now had all the signed agreements that she would give to the Clerk for filing and storage.
She informed Councillors that the setting up of the car park, fencing and grassing of the area was still being organised. 
Pallets had been delivered through Balfour Beatty for the use by the Allotment owners for compost bins.
113.     VIMY RIDGE TREES
Councillor Cuthill reported that he had still not received any news on this matter.  The Clerk is to contact Rushcliffe Borough Council in order to progress this situation.
114.     SPEED LIMIT SIGNS
Deferred until the next meeting in January.  Councillor Gladstone asked Councillor Carline to pursue this topic.

118.     PARISH AFFAIRS
Councillor Cuthill reported that Kinoulton had been given a special award by Rushcliffe Borough Council for the Kinoulton Greening Campaign.  He said that an item had been placed in the Kinoulton Newsletter to inform residents of this award.  Photographs of this event are on the Rushcliffe website for viewing.
Councillor Evans suggested that the trophy be displayed in the office window at the Village Hall. 

The next Greening meeting will be 1st December and Councillor Cuthill will take the award along to the meeting to share this success with other interested parties.  

Councillor Gladstone asked all Councillors to look at drains when heavy rainfalls occurred so that Clerk can inform Nottinghamshire County Council of any sites experiencing problems regarding standing water.
Councillor Earl raised the issue of the Canal being over grown with reeds and vegetation.  The Clerk will contact British Waterways to enquire as to whether it has been placed on their clearing agenda for work in the near future.
