121.  APPOINTMENT OF VICE CHAIRMAN

As Councillor Kingsbury had resigned at the last meeting, the position of Vice Chairman was vacant.   Councillor Cuthill was proposed as Vice Chairman by Councillor Gladstone and seconded by Councillor Earl. Agreed by all.

122.  MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the Tuesday 16th November 2010, as previously circulated, were taken as read and, with amendments, were signed by the Chairman as a true record.

123.    MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Gullies – The Clerk had not been advised of any issues with gullies in Kinoulton by councillors.   Councillors were requested to respond directly to the County Council as Highway Authority if any issues with gullies were noted.
Buses – The Clerk had copied councillors into an email regarding the buses sent from the County Council’s Logistics Officer to County Councillor Cottee.   The email advised that according to Premiere their 52 service is currently unable to serve Main St as it should, coming from the A46 and it will currently only serve the Owthorpe Lane/Hickling Lane end of Kinoulton.   Councillor Earl advised that there were on-going discussions regarding where the buses should pick up.  However, currently both the 51 and 52 services are only picking up passengers at the Nevile Arms.
Rights of Way – Councillor Earl had responded to the County Council’s Rights of Way consultation on behalf of the Parish Council.

125.    JOINT USE AREA 
Councillor Oxby had inspected the Joint Use Area twice a week since the last meeting and no issues with the equipment had been identified.   He has also undertaken the more detailed three monthly inspection and no issues have been identified.
126.    A46
The A46 Newark to Widmerpool Improvement Scheme Parish Council Bulletin Number 7,  January – March 2011 had been emailed to councillors.  The Roehoe Junction should be open in summer 2011.  The works at Widmerpool Junction will begin in the spring with completion due in autumn 2011
Salting –  The Clerk had copied councillors into an email which advised that the diversion route for the A46 to Kinoulton will be salted by the Highways Agency subject to the approval by the County Council .  However, the diversion route will only be salted by the Highways Agency until the diversion route is no longer required.  Councillors expressed their appreciation of the action taken by the Highways Agency in making the road safe to travel during the recent adverse weather conditions.
Concern was expressed regarding the impact that the increased traffic levels was having on the roads from Owthorrpe Crossroads to the Lime Kiln (particularly by Fishponds Wood) and in Hickling Village/Bridegate Lane.  The Clerk was requested to contact the Highway Authority regarding the condition of these roads.

Four councillors had attended the A46 liaison meeting for parish councils in early December.  There was nothing new to report from the meeting which had not been covered in the Bulletin.
127.    AFFORDABLE HOUSING
Councillor Gladstone updated the Council on his on-going discussions with Waterloo Housing and Rushcliffe Borough Council. He has pressed them for release of pricing information regarding the new development, to give the best possible chance for local people to apply to secure funding for shared ownership. The delays were blamed on the poor weather in December and early January but Councillor Gladstone has been assured that the information will be available soon. 

He understood that internal discussions continue at Rushcliffe BC regarding a request for variance of the S106 Agreement. 

Rushcliffe B.C. had requested the Council put forward names for the new development.  Names put forward were Bradshaw Close and Whicket Close.  The Council unanimously agreed on the name Bradshaw Close as it reflected the historical name of the field in which the houses were being built.  The Chairman agreed to contact Rushcliffe Borough Council accordingly.
128.    LOCALISM BILL
The Clerk had emailed councillors on 14th December to advise that the Localism Bill had been published and giving a web address to access the Bill.

Councillor Oxby presented a report on the implications of the Localism Bill for the Parish Council.  A summary is set out below:

· Predetermination - The Bill will make it clear that if a councillor has campaigned on a particular issue, they will nonetheless be able to participate in council business relating to the matter.
· The Bill abolishes the local authority members’ standards regime, including the model code of conduct that all councils and councillors have to adopt.  The Bill introduces a new criminal offence of failing to disclose or register a relevant interest without reasonable excuse for doing so.
· The Bill introduces a number of measures designed to empower the local community. These include referendums to approve or reject excessive council tax increases, powers for organisations to challenge local authority service provision, and powers to enable organisations to bid for community assets when they are put up for sale.
· A community right to challenge the services run by relevant authorities. The right will apply to voluntary or community bodies, parish councils and employees of relevant authorities.
· Community Assets may be listed by the Borough Council.  Land can be nominated by the community via the Parish or other local Council.  The owner of any buildings or land which appears on such lists must not dispose of the land unless notice is first served on the local authority, allowing any “community interest group” an opportunity to be treated as a potential bidder for that land.

· The abolition of Regional Spatial Strategies including housing targets.
· Communities having a right to shape their local areas.  Parish councils or neighbourhood forums can bring forward Neighbourhood Development Plans or Neighbourhood Development Orders (grants planning permission for specific types of development).
· A "Community Right to Build" subject to a majority of local people voting to support it.
· Communities to be consulted on large developments before a planning application is submitted. 
· A National Planning Policy Statement to replace extensive individual planning policy statements and guidance.
· The retention of the Community Infrastructure Levy with the local community potentially having the ability to retain part of the CIL.

· Changes to enforcement to tackle current abuses.
· Various housing proposals are also set out in the Bill 
Councillor Oxby agreed to keep the Council up-dated with any future development on the Bill, which he anticipated would impact on the Parish Council.
129.    VIMY RIDGE TREES
Councillor Cuthill had been in contact with the Tree Officers at the County Council regarding replacement trees.  He was advised verbally that a maintenance contract had not been entered into regarding replacing trees that failed.  The Clerk was requested to follow up on this matter.  Councillor Cuthill advised that approximately 12 trees required replacing but he will undertake an inspection to ascertain the exact number.  If no maintenance contract exists it will be necessary for the Parish Council to replace the trees. 
130.    ALLOTMENTS
All allotments (29) were now occupied and the allotment society had 62 members.  

Carrier Landscapes had commenced the works to paths and fences.  There had been a meeting on site to discuss the works between Carriers, the County Council and representatives of the Allotment Society.

The Management Agreement had been drafted but the date of the lease was required from the Parish Clerk.  Thereafter, it could be signed by the respective parties.

131.    BUDGET & PRECEPT
Councillor Oxby, as Treasurer, had emailed background information on the budget to all councillors, a copy of which is attached to the minutes.  He outlined the Council’s current financial position, expenditure for the last three years and anticipated running costs/commitments for 2011/2012. He outlined four scenarios:

· Scenario 1 assuming the running costs are met from the precept.

· Scenarios 2 assumed running costs and transferring sums into reserves to meet the anticipated replacement costs of the play equipment and the election reserves are met from the precept.

· Scenario 3 the same costs as Scenario 2 but with the costs being met from the precept and reserves.

· Scenario 4 applied last year’s precept.

Further to the discussion on the Vimy Ridge trees, it was raised that this will potentially result in expenditure of around £400, which was not identified in the draft budget.  After a discussion it was proposed by Councillor Gladstone and Seconded by Councillor Earl that the precept for the financial year 2011/2012 should be £7,000.  This means that the Parish Council precept had not been increased for three years, which when inflation is taken into account, results in a net fall in the Precept.
Councillor Gladstone and the other members of the Council expressed their appreciation to the Treasurer for all the work he had put in presenting the budget and precept for the Council.

132.    SPEED LIMIT SIGNS
The information on speed signs has been passed to Councillor Carline who will examine the information over the next few weeks.

133.    GREENING CAMPAIGN
Councillor Cuthill summarised the position on the Greening campaign.  A number of residents have been trained in home energy checks, another group was looking at photovoltaics and an energy audit has been undertaken of the Village Hall and Horter’s Shop.   The Group meets again on 19th January and will be making a presentation at a Greening Seminar at Burton Joyce on 22nd January.    The Village Hall Committee will be considering the energy audit at future meetings and if the Committee wished to proceed, Councillor Cuthill considered the Parish Council should support the project which had community benefits.  Agreed that the Parish Council was supportive of the project but it was for the Village Hall Committee to consider the matter.  Councillor Cuthill confirmed that he would be available to undertake a short question and answer session for Committee members if it was helpful to the Village Hall Committee. 
134.    CORRESPONDENCE:

· Rushcliffe Borough Council Play - Area and Open Space Audit 2010.  Councillor Oxby agreed to respond on the Council’s behalf.
· Rushcliffe Borough Council – Community Resilience.  Agreed that the Chairman and Clerk will be the contact point in the event of an emergency.  The Clerk to respond accordingly.

· Letter re census which will take place on 27th March 2011.   

· British Waterways – Grantham Canal letter advising that due to cuts in their finances they do not have the resources to cut back the reeds between Kinoulton Bridge and Irish Jacks Bridge at this time.    Councillor Earl to raise with the Grantham Canal Preservation Society.

135.    SANCTION OF ACCOUNTS
Clerk salary. Under the provisions of section 11 of the Local Government and Housing Act 1989 the right of the inspection of any document that contains personal information about a member of staff was agreed to be removed. Therefore, details of the Clerks salary appear as an Addendum to these minutes.

Fairview Services refund of the cost of was sand and rock salt for treating roads in the adverse weather. (see minutes 137)

The Treasurer had circulated a short report on the Publication of  Expenditure over £500.  The Communities and Local Government Secretary has called on councils to provide financial transparency by publishing spending information over £500 online by January 2011.    Having raised the matter with National Association of Local Council’s Nottinghamshire Office, the Treasurer advised there is no legal requirement on parish council at this time to publish the information.   However, the Treasurer raised whether the Parish Council wish to voluntarily display the information on its website?   

It was agreed that as all expenditure was identified in the minutes of the Parish Council which were already on the website, there was no necessity at this time to create additional work for a very limited number of transactions over £500. 
136.    MATTERS ARISING FROM THE COUNCILLOR’S DISTRIBUTION ENVELOPE.
NHS Nottinghamshire County – Review of  Walk-in Centre at Ashfield Health Village and Stapleford Care Centre.  Agreed that, given the location of the centres, the Council did not wish to respond.
Nottinghamshire County Council changes to delivery of services.  – Given the scale of the changes the Parish Council did not consider it had the resources to respond to the issue.

Vitalise – Request for grant support.  The Parish Council in the past has only supported charities which have a direct benefit for the parish due to the resource implications. Agreed this remains the position and the Council were unable to provide financial support. 

137.    PARISH AFFAIRS
Councillor Oxby advised that following a number of queries from parishioners he had emailed the County Council’s Highways regarding the new boundary fence erected in front of one of the properties at Grove Farm, Hickling Lane and its impact on the seat.  The Highways Team is investigating and will follow up if the fence is on the adopted highway.
Councillor Carline advised that together with other residents he had treated the pavements/roads on parts of Hall Lane, Meadow Way, Boswell Close, Gardner Drive and Newbold Way during the long period of ice to make them safer.  He had acquired washed sand and rock salt to supplement the 6 salt bags provided at a cost of £70.61 inclusive of VAT.  The Council thanked Councillor Carline and the residents for their action and it was agreed by all to refund the cost of the materials.  Councillor Carline advised that he still had in stock three bags of salt and half a ton of washed sand.
Councillor Cuthill has been invited to Rushcliffe Borough Council’s Civic Dinner reflecting the Greening campaign award from Rushcliffe.

Raised that elections to the Parish Council will take place in May.  Councillor Gladstone agreed to put a short entry into February’s Newsletter and a more detailed article in April’s Newsletter.  

Annual Meeting – Councillor Evans suggested that Balfour Beatty’s archaeologist would be a good speaker at the Annual Parish Meeting.  Councillor Gladstone agreed to follow up.   

Councillor Oxby raised that he had received minutes of a meeting of the Police Priority Setting Group (Keyworth and East Leake).  He understood from Councillor Boote of Rushcliffe B.C. & Keyworth Parish Council that: 

· The main function of the group is to review recent crime trends, to listen to the police's proposals for setting the priorities for dealing with these trends, and to decide on the priorities in the ensuing period. The Group decide on what the community thinks the police's overall strategy in our area should be. 
· Kinoulton, Hickling and Owthorpe are included in the Keyworth Beat (overseen by PC Rob Inglis) and are therefore definitely covered by this meeting.

The next meeting of the Group was at 2.00pm on Wednesday 19th January at East Leake Parish Office.  The Parish Council would be welcome to attend as the discussions will cover the Nevile Ward.  The information was noted by the Council.
