55. Declarations of Interest by Members and Officers

56. To approve the minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the Tuesday 17th May, as previously circulated, were taken as read and, with amendments, were signed by the Chairman as a true record.  

57. Matters arising from the Minutes

Flooding on Main Street

Councillor Gladstone requested that Councillors remember to take a photograph of any flooding on Main street should we have any further flash flooding.

Disabled Access at the Neville Arms

Councillor Earl had thoroughly researched the issue of disabled access to the Nevile Arms and found that the local public house was not particularly worse served than other public houses in the area.  She had talked the matter over with Dr Earl who was discussing the issue with the lawyer for the Spinal Injuries Organisation for further information regarding legal requirements.

Councillor Gladstone thanked Councillor Earl for her efforts.

New Clerk

Councillor Gladstone announced that he had sent notice of the vacancy of Parish Clerk to the local newsletter and it was to be posted on the Kinoulton website.

On behalf of the Parish Council, the Chairman thanked Mrs Bossino for her work as Parish Clerk over the past two and a half years and wished her well for the future. 

58. Planning applications

There were no planning applications this month
It was noted that here was a demolition order passed on Cross Roads Farm, adjacent to the Widmerpool roundabout, and the new KN03 junction .

60. Joint Use Area

Councillor Oxby had inspected the Joint Use Area twice a week since the last meeting and no issues with the equipment had been identified.
Councillor Oxby spoke about the safety inspection done by Wicksteed which said that there were no particular problems other than those he had highlighted before the inspection and these were being addressed.  

61. Broadband
The Parish Council and individuals responded to the Nottinghamshire County Council survey regarding the need to increase broadband speed.
62. A46

Councillor Gladstone said that he had spoken to  Mrs Pam Hobson.  Access to the Roehoe junction from Kinoulton was due to be opened on Thursday evening (21st July, 2011), all being well.  He also said that he would put a notice on the website and put up notices around the village to inform parishioners of the opening as it happens.
With regards to the KNO3 junction, the last update that he had received expected it to be open by Christmas 2011.
63. Affordable Housing

Councillor Gladstone said that there was nothing new to report other, than there had still not been a meeting due to holidays. A new date for the meeting with Rushcliffe Borough Council and Waterloo was to be scheduled for early August.
64. Allotments

Councillor Earl reported that the open day went extremely well and around 114 adults attended the event, excluding children, and they had raised about £300 from sales of plants and cakes.  They had been encouraged to apply for a wild flower garden from the Local Improvement Scheme project and the allotment committee would probably make this application next year.
There was also some action on a water supply and this was being pursued through the land agents, Shoulers.

They had £780.00 in the Allotment Society’s Account  which was very good news.

She reported that the Management agreement had been signed and she would let the Parish Council have a copy of this.  She also had the tenancy agreements that she would hold on to until they could be filed.

Councillor Allen reported that the Greening Campaign was still investigating future options for Phase 2.
