60.     JOINT USE AREA 

Councillor Oxby reported that he had inspected the Joint Use Area twice a week since the last meeting. He reported that there was minor damage to the climbing frame but this did not cause a problem.
He also made the Parish Council aware of a break in earlier this month into the school, the perpetrator had been caught.  Also the School children’s garden had been vandalised although it was not known if this occurred at the time of the break in. 
61.     KINOULTON WEBSITE
Ms Liz Foxwell-Canning and Dr Rob Ingram attended the meeting briefly for a discussion on the Village website.  All agreed that it was very well run and the Parish Councillors thanked them.  One of the points raised was that it would be helpful if there could be a separate business link that could promote usage of local businesses.

Councillor Gladstone reported that closures to roads affecting Kinoulton residents are now starting and notifications will be put up on the notice board as they come through.
63.     AFFORDABLE HOUSING

Councillor Gladstone had accepted an invitation to speak at a meeting at North Warwickshire Borough Council regarding affordable housing and the Parish Council’s experiences of this.  He highlighted the fact that it was felt that communication with Waterloo Housing could have been better.  He discussed this with Waterloo Housing and, since this time,  he has received two updates on the progress at the Kinoulton site.  Work is still expected to start shortly.

64.     REFURBISHMENT OF BENCHES AND NOTICE BOARDS

There were no issues regarding the number of quotes obtained to facilitate this work so Mr T Flint has been requested to commence the refurbishment work.
65.     GREENING CAMPAIGN

Councillor Cuthill reported that there had been a further meeting held in June to discuss how this would move forward.  He said that the start up of allotments had been a welcome addition to Greening Kinoulton. It was also decided that the Greening Campaign logo should be used on any further projects in Kinoulton that warranted it to continually promote awareness of the Greening Campaign. The group will come together again in the future to work on the progress of Phase 2.
66.     ALLOTMENTS

Councillor Earl thanked Councillor Oxby for attending the meeting in June.  There are 48 members now in the Society occupying 20 full plot and all members were satisfied with their plots.  The group have applied for funding for the fencing from the Nottinghamshire County Council Local Improvement Scheme.

She also reported that they had received funding from East Midlands Airport Community Fund with a donation of  £449.00 towards a communal shed.
Various other grants have been applied for from other bodies for a composting loo, water facilities and a notice board, along with top soil.

Councillor Oxby reported that the Management Agreement was still in discussion and was soon to be finalised.  He had written to Rushcliffe Borough Council to ascertain if there is any need for planning permission for various installations and car parking, he is awaiting a response.  District Councillor Combellack will look into this matter.

Councillor Earl reported that she has received new bus time tables but that they have a few errors and she is dealing with this.

She also reported that she had heard from Gareth Hudson regarding numerous issues concerning local footpaths.  He has said that these are now being dealt with.

The path on the East side of Owthorpe Lane is being overgrown by the plants in the hedging, the Clerk is to contact Highways Department regarding this matter.
Councillor Evans said that the Parish Walk could not be held on the planned day but asked if it could be rescheduled for Sunday 10th October.  Full details regarding the walk will be agreed at the September meeting and then publicised around the village.
Councillor Evans has looked into potential tree planting sites but, as yet, none have been decided upon.  She also suggested that further bulb planting be deferred this year pending discussion on the delivery of local services.

 Councillor Oxby raised that he understood the Turkey Oak on the Village Green was to be inspected once it was in leaf.  The Clerk is to follow up with Nottinghamshire County Council’s Highways department to request  a further inspection of the tree.
