71. DECLARATION OF INTEREST BY MEMBERS

72. APPOINTMENT OF CLERK TO THE COUNCIL
The Chairman advised that five people who live in the village had applied for the position of Clerk to the Council, one had subsequently withdrawn.   Councillor Cuthill, Councillor Oxby and himself had interviewed four people on Tuesday 6th September.  It was a very difficult decision as from the information submitted and the interviews all applicants would have been very capable of undertaking the role.  However, on balance, the interview panel recommended that Miss Anne Tillotson should be appointed to the position.  Resolved that Miss Anne Tillotson of 13 Newbold Way, Kinoulton be appointed as the Clerk to the Council.  Proposed by Councillor Jon Gladstone.  Seconded by Councillor Alistair Cuthill. All agreed.  
73. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING 
The minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on the 19th July 2011 as previously circulated were taken as read and, were signed by the Chairman as a true record. 

74. MATTERS ARISING

Flooding on Main Street
Councillor Gladstone had spoken to contractors working in the village who explained that the two drains between 28 Main Street and 14 Main St have never been joined to the main drain and that they were designed so that excess water would drain into ditches at the side of the road.  Over time, these ditches have filled.  He was informed that the Council could apply to Nottinghamshire County Council for the drains to be connected to the main drain and advised that this would cause considerable disruption to nearby residents.  The Clerk will contact the Highways Agency in this respect.
Disabled Access at the Neville Arms

Councillor Earl announced that the Brewery Area Manager would be visiting the Neville Arms on 21 September 2011 and the disabled access will be raised with him.

SUMMARY REASONS: The inspector had concerns regarding the adverse visual impact of the proposal which would seriously harm the character and appearance of the area.

Councillor Gladstone reported that the proposed intensive Pig and Cattle Farm at Hickling Pastures had received a lot of individual objections and that the application was still pending.
76. JOINT USE AREA

Councillor Oxby reported that he had inspected the play area twice a week since the last meeting.  On checking the equipment on 27th July it had been found that:
· three nuts and the plastic covers had been  removed from the first balancing beam on entering the play area from the Village Hall car park. 

· a number of other nuts were loose.

· a plastic cover was missing.

First thing the following morning Paul Warden (the School Site Manager) and Councillor Oxby removed the balancing beam in question and Paul will get some replacement nuts and plastic covers.  The other nuts were tightened up and a missing plastic cover replaced.

Councillor Oxby informed the Council that the school had been broken into twice in the preceding two weeks.

AFFORDABLE HOUSING UPDATE

The Chairman advised that Councillor Cuthill, Councillor Oxby and himself had met with representatives of Waterloo Housing, and Rushcliffe Borough Council at Rushcliffe B.C. offices on 10th August.   The meeting related to a number of matters including:

· Communication – lack of engagement with the PC

· PC do not consider they are a full partner in the process

· Affordability concerns of the intermediate properties 
· Issues with the hand over of the properties in relation to repairs necessary to the properties.  
Councillor Gladstone reported that Waterloo Housing admitted they had ‘let the Parish Council down’ in respect of communication with the Council and Community, and they committed to improved communication going forward.
A full set of minutes are attached to this document.  
77. ALLOTMENTS
Councillor Earl noted that the issue of finding a water source remains ongoing.
Councillor Gladstone was pleased to report that County Councillor Cottee had let him know that he would be presenting the Allotment Society with a cheque for £500 towards the wildflower meadow.

Councillor Earl will provide the Clerk with copies of the Management and Tenancy Agreements

78. CONSULTATION ON NATIONAL PLANNING POLICY FRAMEWORK

Councillor Oxby had circulated a briefing paper to all councillors prior to the meeting regarding the Government’s consultation on the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF).   The NPPF sets out the Government's requirements and strategy for economic, environmental and social planning policies in England.   Over 1,300 pages of current Planning Policy Guidance and Planning Policy Statements are proposed to be to be replaced with a 52-page document.   Councillor Oxby considered the NPPF has the potential to have substantial impact on the approach to planning and should be considered by the Parish Council.   Concerns were raised regarding a number of issues including lack of protection for the countryside, the definition of sustainable development, brownfield sites and procedural matters.  A copy of the Briefing Note is attached to these minutes.   Councillor Oxby read out a response from Councillor Allen to the Briefing Note. 
It was agreed that Councillor Oxby prepare a short response to the consultation to be circulated to the Council by email for feedback before submission.
79. CORRESPONDENCE

(a) Application for Local Improvement Schemes.  It was agreed that Councillor Cuthill would make an application in respect of the Vimy Ridge poplars.  Unfortunately many of the re-planted trees have failed and need replacing. The closing date for applications is 30.09.2011
(b) Invitation from Rushcliffe Borough Council Environment and Waste Management to participate in street cleansing.  
(c) Email from Pam Hobson regarding KNO3 junction and temporary closure of the Southbound exit onto the Widmerpool roundabout.  It was agreed that the Clerk should respond outlining the Council’s disappointment at the lack of signage and requesting signs to be erected in the village.
(d) Letter from Nottinghamshire County Council regarding the environmental weight limit in Kinoulton.  Scott Wilson Ltd, external consultants on behalf of Nottinghamshire County Council, proposed the following:
· To amend the existing area contained within the Cropwell Bishop Environmental Weight Limit to include sections of the existing A46.  A buffer zone has been created between this area, the proposed Kinoulton Area and the existing Leicestershire order.

· A new proposed Kinoulton area in which those businesses located in Hickling, and on Nottingham Road and Kinoulton Road in Cropwell Bishop would be outside the area and therefore restricted in their approaches to and from their business to the most suitable roads.

It was agreed that the Clerk should respond and ask Nottinghamshire County Council whether the exclusion could take account of Wolds Farm Industrial Estate at Kinoulton Lane and take traffic from there directly West to the A46.

(e) Seasonal decorations application pack.  It was agreed that the Parish Council had no need for this.
80. SANCTION OF ACCOUNTS

The Treasurer advised that in accordance with the Financial Regulations he had paid the following invoice which was received after July’s meeting and he considered could not wait the approximately four to six weeks to be paid at this meeting. Agreed to defray the aforementioned expense.

Therefore, details of the Clerks salary appear as an Addendum to these minutes.
The Treasurer advised that the Annual Return for the year ended 31st March 2011 had been completed with an unqualified report  “on the basis of our review, in our opinion the information in the annual return is in accordance with proper practices and no matters have come to our attention giving cause for concern that relevant legislation and regulatory requirements have not been met.”
