77.    PLANNING APPLICATIONS.
REFERENCE No:  10/01483/FUL
APPLICANT:         Mr & Mrs Rathore
DEVELOPMENT   Single Storey side extension
LOCATION:           1 Lindy Close, Kinoulton, Notts. NG12 3RD
COMMENTS:  Councillors upheld the original decision by Rushcliffe Borough Council to object to this application as the plot would still be over developed.  

DECISION: Object. 

Councillor Oxby declared a prejudicial interest in planning application reference 10/01512/FUL as he is joint owner of adjacent land.  He left the room and did not take part in the discussion or the decision.

APPLICANT:         Mr A Malloy
DEVELOPMENT  Alteration and extension of roof (including increasing height and balcony), side extension
LOCATION        Springfield 114 Main Street, Kinoulton, Notts NG12 3EN

COMMENTS:Councillors were in agreement that they should object to this application as they felt that a second storey would not be in keeping with the rest of the bungalows.  They also felt that it would set a precedent for any further applications to be agreed.  A local resident also attended the meeting to express his concerns about the new building overlooking their residence and the Parish Council have taken this as a valid concern.

78.     JOINT USE AREA 

Councillor Oxby reported that he had inspected the Joint Use Area twice a week since the last meeting. He reported that there was minor damage to the climbing frame but this did not cause a problem.
He reported that there had been a problem relating to dog mess on the Joint Use Area, adjacent to the basket ball area which he had removed.  There was further evidence in the bins that this had happened before.   Councillor Evans reported that she had spoken to Councillor Gladstone who had said that if the Councillors were in agreement he would produce some small notices stating that no dogs were allowed on the play area.  District Councillor Tina Combellack suggested that the Parish Clerk contact the local dog warden to see if they could help out with signage.  The Clerk will contact him and speak to the head teacher to inform him of what the Parish Council is planning to do.
79.     A46
Councillor Oxby expressed his concern regarding the No 52 bus in relation to the varying route it was taking since the Widmerpool Island access road had been closed. He had already contacted the County Council over the issue.  Councillors felt that there was some concern over the school bus routes whilst the access to Kinoulton is through Hickling.  It was suggested by Councillor Combellack to contact Councillor Cottee to get clarification regarding bus routes. It was agreed that Councillor Oxby would follow the matter up with the County Council
80.     AFFORDABLE HOUSING
Councillor Evans reported that work had started on site.
81.     VIMY RIDGE TREES
Councillor Evans said that she hadn’t used the budget for daffodils this year and asked Councillors if they would consider spending this on replacement trees for those at Vimy Ridge that needed replacing.  Councillor Cuthill said that the Council probably had a maintenance contract on these and he would find out if they would replace them through this.

82.     ALLOTMENTS
Councillor Earl said that they had received funding from the Local Improvement Scheme to assist with the further development of the allotments.  The Allotment Committee were having a meeting on 27th September to discuss how this funding should be used.  Things being considered were hard standing and main paths surfacing and, possibly, for the smaller paths to be barked and edged.  Councillor Earl will update Councillors on this matter at the next Parish meeting.
Councillor Oxby had liaised with Rushcliffe Borough Council regarding the planning position regarding the car park, change of use and sheds/poly tunnels.  He advised that a response has been received  The Allotments were not a change of use and the car park, sheds/polytunnels fall within permitted developed up to a specific size and area. The letters in question were passed to the Clerk for filing in the Parish Council’s records.  
Councillor Oxby also reported that he is still awaiting the signed Management Agreement and Councillor Earl said that she would pursue this at the meeting of the Allotments Committee on Monday.

Councillor Oxby advised that the issue of the speed of vehicles travelling along Main Street had been raised with him by parishioners.

The Treasurer advised that:
· A cheque had been forwarded in April in respect of the annual subscription to NALC but it has not been cashed.  The Treasurer had contacted NALC and they advised that no cheque had been received.  Under the circumstances, a new cheque has been issued in the sum of £152.42.
· A refund in respect of the insurance premium had been received from Zurich in the sum of £227.77

Audit

Clement Keys have sent back an unqualified audit opinion on the annual audit.  The bank reconciliation sent to the auditor had an incorrect initial balance but this matter had been resolved following correspondence between Clement Key and the Treasurer.

The Treasurer distributed a summary of the sums expended/income received against the budget for the period to 21st September.
Councillor Cuthill proposed a vote of thanks for Councillor Oxby’s sterling efforts in producing these accounts and Councillor Evans seconded this.

89.     PARISH AFFAIRS

A Parishioner has spoken regarding an overhanging hedge which is causing obstruction at the top of Pinfold Lane and the Church.  The Parish Clerk will contact Highways regarding this matter.  Councillor Evans also mentioned there was concern about the Willow tree and could they inspect the safety of this as in windy weather it sheds lots of timber.

Councillor Evans said that on the 10th October there would be a farewell buffet for the Rector in the Village Hall.  Tickets were on sale at the Post Office at £7.50 and it was hoped that local residents would attend.

Councillor Cuthill raised the issue of the County Council inspecting the trees on the Village Green while they were still in leaf.  The Clerk to follow up with the County Council..
Councillor Evans reported that a very successful meeting had been held for the proposed 2011 Kinoulton Festival.  Committee members were looking into sponsorship of this event.  District Councillor, Tina Combellack, suggested that Councillor Evans contact Balfour Beatty as they had helped out with equipment for the Hickling Scarecrow weekend.
