38.     DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST BY MEMBERS AND OFFICERS

Councillor Carline declared a prejudicial interest in minute number 46 as he has provided a quote for the work.

Councillor Oxby declared a personal interest in minute number 41 Magnolia Cottage as he is a friend of the occupiers.

39.     MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

The minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on the 18th May, 2010, as previously circulated, were taken as read and, with amendments, were signed by the Chairman as a true record.

40.    MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Grantham Canal -  Councillor Earl reported that Mr Gent of British Waterways has said that it is not appropriate for the children to do any work on clearing the reeds. He said it was too big a job to do manually and it required machinery.  A representative from the environmental department of the Grantham Canal Society will come to speak with the children at a later date about the flora and fauna on the Canal.

Verge Cutting Policy
Councillor Evans had received a response from the County Council which enclosed a copy of the County Council grass cutting policy.  The policy identifies that verges to the adopted highway are given a single width cut 2 times per year and every third years the final cut should be full width.  The letter also raised that not bulbs should be planed in the highway verges without the consent of the Highway Authority and any contractor must be approved by the County Council and carry £2 million public liability insurance in case of accidents or damage to utilities when digging up the highway.  The policy indicated that a Cultivation Licence could be obtained from the County Council.
41.    PLANNING APPLICATIONS.

        APPLICANT:          Mr M Rathmore

        DEVELOPMENT:  Single storey side extensions

        LOCATION:           1 Lindy Close, Kinoulton, Nottinghamshire NG12 3RD
DECISION: The Parish Councillors strongly object to this development.

COMMENTS: This property was extensively extended in recent years.  Any further development will lead to over intensive development of the plot and will adversely impact the street scene.

Magnolia Cottage

The Parish Council have been approached by three Parishioners regarding revised plans for the development at Magnolia Cottage.  The Councillors agreed unanimously that they should support the Parishioners in their concerns.  The Parish Clerk is to write to Rushcliffe Borough Council’s planning department supporting comments made by letters from the Parishioners regarding this development.

43.     JOINT USE AREA 

Councillor Oxby reported that he had inspected the Joint Use Area twice a week since the last meeting and no issues with the equipment had been identified. 

Councillor Oxby reported that Wicksteed had produced their annual inspection report, a copy of which has been circulated to all Councillors.  The play equipment has been passed as in safe working order.  A copy of  the report will be sent to school.

Councillor Gladstone reported that we still await the outcome of the Second Inquiry regarding the Kinoulton junction.

Balfour Beatty will provide an update on the direct impact of road closures on Kinoulton and these will be posted on the website.  The Clerk will post a copy of these on the Parish notice board and Councillor Gladstone will produce posters for the Church notice board.

45.     AFFORDABLE HOUSING   

Councillor Gladstone had nothing further to report regarding this matter.  He has been invited to speak at an affordable housing meeting to be held at Warwickshire District Council.
46.     REFURBISHMENT OF BENCHES AND NOTICE BOARDS

Councillor Carline declaring a prejudicial interest and left the meeting until such time as a decision had been made.

Two quotations had been received to complete this work.    The Treasure was requested to check the Council’s Financial Regulation and if there was no requirement to obtain another quote the Council agreed to  accept the lower quote from Mr.T.Flint in the sum of £325.00 for Undertaking work to the notice boards and the seats at the School, Canal bridge and Village Green. 

War Memorial - Councillor Cottee has confirmed that a grant of £614.00 is available to facilitate the work on the War Memorial.  Councillor Gladstone will contact the contractor and get the work started.

47.     GREENING CAMPAIGN

As reported at the Annual Parish Meeting, Kinoulton had the highest response rate in the Country.  Phase two of the Greening Campaign is now under discussion.

48.     ALLOTMENTS

Councillor Earle provided a copy of the signed lease to be filed for Parish information.  An application for funding for the fencing is being raised with the help of Councillor Cottee through the Local Improvement Scheme. She also reported that she has received a cheque for £100 from Mrs Shirley Fleetwood, the East Midlands representative of the National Society of Allotments and Leisure Gardens. 

Councillor Oxby advised that he had been requested by Councillor Earl to liaising with a member of the Allotments Society regarding the allotment agreements.  The original intention behind the allotments was for the site to be operated by the Allotments Society.   However, the lease to the Parish Council only permits the Council to sublet on Allotment Garden Tenancies.   A potential way forward is for the Parish Council to enter into the Management Agreement for the day to day management of the site with the Allotment Society.    The advantage from the Council’s perspective is that there is a partnership approach to the management of the allotments with cost savings in terms of the Clerk’s time.  There are a number of advantages for the Society which include that the people who occupy the plots are actively engaged in the allotments and they have some measure of direct responsibility for and control over the management of their site.  Further, the Society is better placed than the Council to raise funds.  Councillor Oxby stressed that if the Management Agreement was entered into it meant that the Allotments Tenancy Agreements and Notices would still be in the Council’s name but the Society would undertake the day to day management.  The Society would pay a Management Fee equivalent to the lease rent to the Council but would retain any surplus from the allotments for reinvestment in the allotment site.    

Councillor Oxby advised there were three documents that he had made comments on to the Society’s representative which reflect the management of the allotments under a Management Agreement:

· The constitution of the Society

· A potential Management Agreement to allow the Society to undertake day to day management of the site.

· The Allotment Garden Tenancy Agreement  

The Council agreed it wish to take this forward and, as the agreements were not finalised, the following resolutions were proposed:

“The Chairman and Treasurer are authorised to agree the terms of the Allotment Garden Tenancy Agreement to apply to the allotment site at Owthorpe Lane, Kinoulton for the Parish Council”  Proposed by Councillor Carline and  Seconded by Councillor Evans.  All Agreed

“The Chairman and Treasurer are authorised to agree the terms of a Management Agreement between the Council and Kinoulton Allotment Society.  Once the Management Agreement has been agreed by the Chairman and Treasurer, the Chairman and Vice Chairman are authorised to sign the Management Agreement on behalf of the Parish Council.” Proposed by Councillor Carline and Seconded by Councillor Cuthill.  All Agreed

Councillor Oxby agree to e mail the draft agreements to all the councillors the following day.  He also advised that he will attend a meeting, on the Council’s behalf, with the Society on Wednesday 16th June. 

Chairman, Councillor Gladstone thanked Councillor Oxby for his diligence in this matter.

49. BUS SHELTER

Councillor Carline reported that the work on the bus shelter has yet to be started.  The Clerk will check on the progress of this request. 

50. WINTER GRITTING

Councillor Gladstone reported that there is to be a communication from Nottinghamshire County Council’s Highway Department regarding this matter in the near future.
