48. DECLARATION OF INTEREST BY MEMBERS

Councillor Carline declared a personal interest in minute number 52/08 as he is a governor of the Primary School. 

49. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING 
The minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on the 17th June 2008, as previously circulated, were taken as read and, with amendments, were signed by the Chairman as a true record. 

50. MATTERS ARISING

Roads in the village 

The dip in road opposite Peet’s Orchards has been patched to the left hand side travelling east but the dip extends onto the opposite carriageway and this has never been repaired.  The Clerk was requested to raise the matter with the Highway Authority together with the question of why it is necessary to repeatedly patch the road at this point.

Grassed Area on Pinfold Lane

The Clerk has heard nothing further. 

Village Show 

Councillor Oxby expressed his thanks to Councillor Gladstone for his compilation of the excellent display at the Show. Councillor Evans thanked everyone on the Council for their help on the day of the Show.

51. PLANNING APPLICATIONS 
REFERENCE NO: 08/01125/FUL.

APPLICANT: Messrs J. Pickering and D Riechert.

DEVELOPMENT: Single storey side and rear extension, two storey side extension.

LOCATION: Greendale, 71 Main Street. 

COMMENTS: None.

DECISION: No objection to the proposals.

REFERENCE NO: 08/1068/FUL.

APPLICANT: Mr  Owen.

DEVELOPMENT: Construct environmental pond.

LOCATION: Maple Copse, Vimy Ridge.

A revised plan had been received by the Clerk, which she had raised with the Chairman.  The plan did not materially affect the application therefore, given the Parish Council’s decision at the previous meeting, the Chairman saw no necessity to call a special planning meeting.   

52. JOINT USE AREA

The Clerk advised she had received the signed and completed Joint Use Play Area Agreement.  She has subsequently forwarded a copy to the Parish Council’s insurers and to the Head Teacherer of the School.  (Given the difficulty in receiving a signed and completed copy of the Agreement the Parish Council has decided not to try and get the Second Schedule amended until after it had been completed by the County Council).

Inspection

Councillor Oxby advised that the play inspector from Wicksteed had called on 9th July to undertake the revised risk assessment and the annual inspection.  

On his twice weekly inspections Councillor Oxby had identified two problems:

· In relation to the rope climbing frame a small section of wire was exposed on the second rope from the top and two small sections of wire were exposed on the bottom rope.  Horizontal strands of wire are an integral part of the rope and are covered by nylon.  It would appear that the ropes have been cut or burnt to expose the wires.  Councillor Oxby had contacted Proludic forwarding them photographs of the damage. Proludic had quote the sum of £118.32 plus VAT for the parts and an addition £250 if they were to fit the ropes.  He had also advised the playground inspector of the problem before he undertook the annual inspection.

· On a number of occasion litter, particularly plastic bottles have had to be cleared from the site.

Proposed by Councillor Gladstone and seconded by Councillor Evans that if the Wicksteed report states that the ropes should be replaced then Councillor Oxby, in consultation with Chairman, be authorised to order the new ropes.  All Agreed

Councillor Gladstone agreed to put an article in the Newsletter regarding the damage to the equipment.

53. VIMY RIDGE TREES AND PLAQUE 

The Clerk advised she has written to British Waterways regarding the siting of the plaque and the seat at Irish Jacks Bridge.

Councillor Cuthill advised that the indication from the County Council was that the plaque would be glass reinforced plastic with an oak frame on oak legs. The names are likely to be printed on the reinforced plastic. Councillor Cuthill has spoken to Captain Pascoe of the Sherwood Foresters to update him on how the matter is progressing.

Councillor Cuthill advised that, as far as he was aware, the County Council has not inspected the trees.  Councillor Cuthill confirmed he has documented the condition of the trees in question and taken photographs.

54. VILLAGE APPRAISAL PROJECT – including any additional projects

Additional projects to those identified on village appraisal were discussed. Councillor Evans suggested a pull-in on top of the hill to look at the views.  Some concerns were expressed over the proposal. Councillor Evans agreed to raise the matter with the landowner.

Councillor Oxby suggested that an item for consideration was the adoption of  “green issues”. However, this would necessitate a commitment from parishioners to take the issues forward.  Agreed all councillors would look into the matter. 

55. VILLAGE GREEN

Councillor Oxby advised that he has not received an invoice for the new posts. Councillor Gladstone will get in touch with Councillor Kingsbury regarding whether posts are available. The date set for the works was Tuesday 12th August 2008, subject to Councillor Kingbury being available.  Councillors Gladstone, Cuthill, Carline and Kingsbury to install the posts. Councillor Gladstone to ask Councillor Kingsbury to ring BT’s “Dial before you Dig” before the works were undertaken. Councillor Gladstone to speak to a parishioner regarding the removal of any spoil. 

56. PARISH WALK

Set for Sunday 21st September 2008 at 10.30 am  finishing at the Village Hall  with soup and sandwiches. The Clerk to book the Village Hall meeting room and kitchen from 12.00 to 2.00pm. Posters to be put up  nearer the date setting out the route. 

57. CORRESPONDENCE

(a) A resident has complainted regarding the state of the pavement on the road from the A46 to the A606. Photographs included. Although the road is not in the Parish it was agreed the Clerk should raise the matter with the Highway Authority.

(b) Rushcliffe Borough Council – letter re Parish Council Event on Town and Parish Planning.  Circulated in the Councillor’s Distribution Envelope.

(c) Rushcliffe B.C – letter informing they are now an excellent council according to the Audit Commission.

(d) Nottinghamshire County Teaching Primary Care Trust – Information on a service review. 

(e) Leicestershire County Council  – Information on the Minerals Development Core Strategy and Development Control Policies.

(f) Vitalise – letter requesting support for the work Vitalise does which is providing essential breaks for disabled people and carers. 

(g) NALC – letter regarding the AGM on 19th November.  Placed in Councillor’s Distribution Envelope for consideration.

(h) Hickling, Kinoulton and Upper Broughton Youth Group – letter outlining the group’s works and aims and requesting grant assistance for the youth group. Agreed that the Parish Council was supportive of the Group but additional information was required.   The Clerk was requested to contact the letter writer and include the grant request as an agenda item at the next meeting.

(i) Spirita – letter from them regarding a postal consultation on the housing allocations policy. To be returned by 21st July 2008.

(j) St Luke’s Church – letter from them thanking the Parish Council for their grant aid of £1,000 towards the tower restoration fund.

(k) St Luke’s Parochial Church Council  – Works are required to various trees in the Churchyard due to their age.  The PCC requested whether the Parish Council could consider providing financial support for the works.   The Clerk was requested to include the matter on the agenda for the next meeting. 

(l) Kinoulton Primary School – request for grant funding for tee shirts for the DARE project.  The Clerk was requested to include the matter on the agenda for the next meeting. 

58. SANCTION OF ACCOUNTS

The Treasurer made available at the meeting the letter from the internal auditor and the completed Annual Return including the internal auditor’s report.   The Treasurer advised that the internal auditor has not raised any issues regarding the Parish Council’s accounts and procedures.  He had identified that the Council had met the requirements set out in A to J inclusive of the internal audit report of the Annual Return.  (K was not applicable to the Council).

60.   PARISH AFFAIRS
