141.     MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

The minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on the 16th February, 2009, as previously circulated, were taken as read and, with amendments, were signed by the Chairman as a true record.

142.    MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
Mr Peats hedge -  It has been noted that the hedge has been cut back at car and pedestrian height and the Parish Council were pleased about this.  However, the Clerk to the Council has been requested to write and thank Mr Peat for this but ask that it be cut back at bus and horse box height as the overhanging top meant that these vehicles are still having to travel down the middle of Main Street. 
Bus Shelter on Main Street  -  The Clerk had contacted the relevant department at Nottinghamshire County Council concerning this matter and it will be repaired as soon as possible.

Overgrowth of Vegetation/Reeds between Kinoulton Main Street and Irish Jacks Bridge – The Clerk had made contact with British Waterways regarding this matter and received a response saying that it was too late in the year to do anything because of birds nesting.  The Clerk will request that this work be done again in September.
Information Commissioner’ Office  -  Councillor Oxby had looked into this and reported that he didn’t feel that the Parish Council would be affected by it.

144.     JOINT USE AREA 

      Councillor Oxby reported that he had inspected the Joint Use Area twice a week since the last meeting and      

       no issues with the equipment had been identified.        
Concern has been expressed by some parents about the surface of the play area.  It has been brought to the     attention of the Parish Council by Ms Sarah Parris, on behalf of the School’s PTFA.  They have requested a meeting with the Parish Council regarding this problem.  
Councillor Gladstone will contact, the Headteacher, John Savage, to arrange a joint meeting with Mr Savage, Mrs Parris and Mrs Sheila Hill, Chair of the School Governors, and Councillor Oxby and Councillor Kingsbury will also attend.
145.     AFFORDABLE HOUSING
Councillor Gladstone reported that he had spoken with Angela Doherty from the County Planning Department and she has said that there are still issues surrounding the S106 agreement which meant that no planning decision had been taken yet 
Kinoulton Parish Council had received an invitation from Waterloo Housing Group to attend the official opening ceremony of the Tollerton Lane development in Tollerton.  Councillor Kingsbury, Councillor Earl, Councillor Gladstone and Councillor Evans have accepted the invitation to attend.
146.     A46 INQUIRY
Councillor Gladstone said that he had nothing further to report on this other that to say the Inquiry reconvenes on 13th April.

147.     REFURBISHMENT OF BENCHES AND NOTICE BOARDS
The Clerk read out a letter from Nottinghamshire County Council regarding an offer of a new bench or notice board for all Town and Parish.  Councillors discussed this and expressed concern about this offer given the financial situation and loss of jobs at the County Council. Councillor Gladstone will draft a letter regarding this matter on behalf of the Parish Council in response to Nottinghamshire County Council.
148.     ANNUAL PARISH MEETING
The date of Wednesday 26th May had been agreed for the Annual Parish Meeting, it will begin at 7.30pm.

It is hoped that the following possible speakers will be able to attend this.  Tollerton’s Parish Clerk, Julie Gillies, a Kinoulton resident, regarding Tollerton’s quest for allotments.  Nigel Hampshire, the local Greening Campaign representative.  Possibly, a representative of the Grantham Canal Group regarding the work that it is involved in. Hopefully we will have an update from the local school regarding their application for ECO Status.  Councillor Evans is also speaking to an expert regarding a rare English Crocus that has been found in the Church Yard and, if it is appropriate, she will ask him if he could attend the meeting to inform local residents about this find. 
Councillor Cuthill said that he could announce the result of Greening Kinoulton, Phase 1.

Councillor Evans will provide refreshments for this event.
149.     VILLAGE SPRING CLEAN
Councillor Evans reported that she had received the equipment for this task from the Streetwise Team in preparation of Sunday’s event.  The Clerk asked that some photos be taken as the Streetwise department would very much like to publish our event in local newsletters in order to encourage other Parishes to organise similar events.
150.     GREENING CAMPAIGN
Councillor Cuthill reported that a further meeting regarding the Greening Campaign was to be held on Wednesday 24th March in the Neville Arms at 7pm

The Official Launch date is Sunday 18th April, to be held in the Village Hall at 2pm.
151.      ALLOTMENTS
Councillor Earl reported that, after speaking with Shoulers the land agents,  it had been decided to go for an area of 2.45 acres to site allotments on.  She said that you could usually get 12 to 14 plots of land, suitable for allotments, from 1 acre and twenty-one people had so far expressed an interest in having a plot.  The lease for these has still to be agreed with Shoulers.  Councillor Oxby is to send out electronic copies of the lease to Councillors for their information.  

Councillor Earl further informed the Parish Council that estimates for hedging was around £100 per year.  The land will need to be flailed and top soil applied at a cost of around £250.00. Also, fencing would be required, 2 strands of sheep wire/posts and a gate with a Godfather is estimated to be about £1350, a grant would be needed to cover this sum.  Funds are possibly available from the Lottery Commission, and will be applied for.

Councillor Earl is looking into water supply and composting.

She also said that hard core would be needed for car standing, and she assumed that manure would be provided at no cost by local residents.
A Kinoulton Allotments Society is to be formed and tenancy agreements are being looked into.

Councillor Oxby stressed that this venture needs to be regulated and Councillor Earl agreed and showed an example of a rule book to the Parish Council.
 Information is being placed in the Hickling Standard regarding this project.  The next meeting is 30th March and it is hoped that an allotment committee will be formed.  
Councillor Gladstone thanked Councillor Earl for her hard work and perseverance in setting up the possibility of allotments for Kinoulton.

Worries about this not being reliable meant that there was a risk that local residents would be put off using it and go outside the Village instead.  Councillor Evans will look into this further and inform the Clerk as to her findings who will then to write to the relevant person at the Post Office raising these concerns.
Councillor Oxby attended the meeting of the Grantham Canal Group.  He had nothing to report other than the Grantham end of the Canal were planning to run boat trips.  Councillor Oxby suggested that someone from the Grantham Canal Restoration Society would be an interesting speaker for the Annual Parish Meeting.
