103.    MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Councillor Earle reported that, having received more information from BT Payphones regarding the re-siting of the red telephone box, there was little point in trying to move it as it would very likely be damaged.  It would have to have the mains power disconnected from it and the weight involved would mean using something similar to a JCB.

Councillor Cottee will be interested in attending the meeting when it is arranged and will organise a traffic officer to also come along to answer queries. 105.     JOINT USE AREA 

Councillor Oxby reported that he had inspected the Joint Use Area twice a week since the last meeting and no issues with the equipment had been identified.
However, Councillor Oxby did express some concern over the new goals that had been added to the site.  Whilst the addition of these facilities was welcomed for both School and local children, in terms of public liability, the Council is responsible for the play area after School finishes.  The Council therefore needs to notify our insurers of any material changes to the play area. Consequently, prior notification of any material changes to the joint use area would be helpful in ensuring that our insurers are advised as soon as possible.  The Clerk is to write to Mr Savage regarding this matter.

106.     AFFORDABLE HOUSING
Councillor Gladstone informed the Parish Council that Waterloo Housing now has the funding for the development.  Therefore, dependant on planning permission, they will start work fairly quickly.

The Clerk to the Council had spoken to Mr Jason Clarke, project manager, in response to Councillor Cuthill’s enquiry regarding the limit of 80% being set for ownership of the properties.  The Clerk reported his comments back to the Council on this point and will await written clarification of these for discussion at the next meeting.

107.     A46 DUALLING
Councillor Gladstone reported that after sitting for four days, the second Inquiry was adjourned until the 9th February. More than 100 people had written or emailed in support of the Supplementary Road Orders giving Kinoulton the extra junction onto the Widmerpool roundabout, and more than 40 parishioners attended the Inquiry to support the presentation.  The Inspector indicated that he understood the high level of support for the alternative junction. He also asked questions regarding the overbridge option, and the Highways Agency was asked to produce supplementary information in time for the re-opening of the Inquiry. Councillor Gladstone indicated that he would attend the Inquiry when it re-opened, but did not expect to speak again.
 
108.     PRECEPT/BUDGET
Prior to the meeting the Treasurer had circulated background information regarding the budget and precept to the councillors and the Clerk to the Council.

The Treasurer advised that in terms of income, he anticipated that in the current economic climate there would be very limited income from interest.  The figures distributed identify the anticipated expenditure for next year.  However, he was aware of a request for funding relating to the village clock for approximately £625.00.  This sum is substantially more than was anticipated and in this year’s budget.  

The Council was still looking to acquire land for a recreation ground and therefore it was considered by councillors that general reserves should not be reduced.  After a discussion regarding various scenarios set out by the Treasurer, Councillor Gladstone proposed that a precept of £7,000 is set for the Parish Council.  This was seconded by Councillor Robert Kingsbury. All agreed.    
109.     GREENING CAMPAIGN

Councillor Cuthill reported that that had been two further meetings with an excellent turn out, and another meeting was planned for March.  They are looking for a launch in mid April.  Councillor Gladstone asked if Councillor Cuthill could contact Terena Plowright to inform her on how things are developing.
110.     SPEED LIMIT SIGNS ON OWTHORPE ROAD

Councillor Gladstone informed the meeting that Colston Bassett Parish Council and a resident
of  Owthorpe,  had been in touch regarding the speed of traffic in and between the villages. Following a discussion on the current positioning of 30mph signs in relation to the village boundaries and other traffic issues, Councillor Cottee offered to arrange a meeting with the interested parties and a Traffic Officer from Nottinghamshire County Council to discuss our concerns.
111.     ALLOTMENTS

Councillor Earle had nothing further to report regarding the progress on looking into land for allotments.  Her enquiries are still on going and she will report any changes at the next Parish Council meeting in February.
112.     ST LUKES CHURCH – VILLAGE CLOCK

A letter enclosing an invoice had been received from St Luke’s Church with regard to repairs to the clock in the church. The letter advised that the chime motor had burnt out and had to be replaced.  The Treasurer advised that the clock was designated as the Village Clock and the Parish Council had traditional paid for the maintenance of clock.  Resolved that the cost of repairs to the clock in the sum of  £718.75 inclusive of VAT be paid by the Parish Council.  Proposed by Councillor Cuthill and seconded by Councillor Gladstone.  Passed by a majority decision.
