1.     DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST BY MEMBERS AND OFFICERS

2.     MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

The minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on the 16th March, 2009, as previously circulated, were taken as read and, with amendments, were signed by the Chairman as a true record.

3.    MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
Mr Peats hedge -  Councillor Earl reported that Mr Peat had carried out the work requested by the Clerk to cut back the top of the hedge.  The Clerk will send a letter to thank him for carrying out this maintenance.
Post Office  -  The Clerk to the Council has written to The Post Office expressing the Parish Council’s concerns over the poor service provided at the outreach Post Office in St Lukes.  She is awaiting a response and will inform Councillors of this when it is forthcoming.

Bus Shelter - Councillor Carline was unsure as to whether the work had been carried out to the roof of the bus shelter.  He is to enquire about this and inform the Clerk if her request for maintenance work has not yet been undertaken.

5.     JOINT USE AREA 

     Councillor Oxby reported that he had inspected the Joint Use Area twice a week since the last meeting and no      issues with the equipment had been identified.  Councillor Oxby has also spoken to Mr Warden about damage to the playing field caused by people playing golf. Mr Warden has spoken to the young men in question and requested that they do not use the field for this purpose.  Councillor Oxby stressed that if any Councillors saw golf clubs being used on the field, to please intervene and stress the field is not suitable for golf due to the damage caused to the grass surface.
Councillors Gladstone, Kingsbury and Oxby met with two members of the PTFA regarding the surface of the play area. They were able to assure Mrs Parris, the Chair person of the PTFA, that although the ground does undulate, it is regularly independently inspected and has always been passed as safe.  The areas of concern are at the bottom of the slide and under the swings.  When it rains heavily these areas in particular become quite muddy and parents have complained about the children become very muddy and parents have been concerned from a safety point of view.  

Councillors explained that the matting was chosen for its safety and that it blends into the green, rural landscape of the school..  The Parish Council is of the opinion that the play area should not be covered with an artificial surface as this would detract from the beautiful, rural setting. The PTFA are going to research other surfaces that could possibly be used in the heavy use areas and get back to the Parish Council with this information.  Once this has been done, a further meeting will be held with the PTFA.
6.     APPROVAL OF ANNUAL ACCOUNTS, ANNUAL RETURN AND STATEMENT OF         INTERNAL CONTROL.

Prior to the meeting, electronic copies of the Treasurer’s Report, the Annual Accounts, including the Statement of Internal Control and the Annual Return (Sections 1 & 2) had been forwarded to all Councillors by the Treasurer.

Councillor Gladstone proposed that the Council approve the Annual Accounts, Annual Return and Statement of Internal Control,  seconded by Councillor Kingsbury.  All agreed.
 Councillor Cuthill offered a vote of thanks for Councillor Oxby’s hard work in these matters and this was seconded by Councillor Evans.  All agreed.
7.     REVIEW OF INTERNAL AUDIT REQUIREMENTS

Councillor Oxby reported that Mr Dixon is again happy to audit the Parish Council’s Accounts as in previous years.  The Statement of Internal Control identified the Council’s approach to internal audit. Councillor Gladstone proposed that Mr Dixon audits the accounts and it was seconded by Councillor Cuthill.  All agreed.
8.     REVIEW OF RISK ASSESSMENT AND INSURANCE COVER

Prior to the meeting, electronic copies of the Risk Assessment and Schedule of Insurance had been forwarded to all Councillors by the Treasurer.
Councillor Cuthill proposed that these should be accepted and Councillor Evans seconded this.  All agreed
9.     CORE STRATEGY – OPTION FOR CONSULTATION

Councillor Oxby advised that with Councillor Gladstone he had attended a Parish Council Forum at Rushcliffe Borough Council on the Core Strategy Options for Consultation.  The document covers a wide range of issues and sets out a vision and plicies for development in Rushcliffe and Greater Nottingham to 2026.  However, the most contentious issue is the substantial amount of housing required in Greater Nottingham and particularly Rushcliffe (15,000 dwellings from 2006 to 2026).  Following the meeting with Rushcliffe, Councillor Oxby, in consultation with Councillor Gladstone, had drafted a response to the Core Strategy Option for Consultation.  The response had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting.  Proposed by Councillor Gladstone, seconded by Councillor Kinsbury that the Parish Council’s response to the Core Strategy Options for Consultation, as attached to the minutes, is approved by the Council and submitted to Rushcliffe Borough Council.  All agreed.
10.     AFFORDABLE HOUSING
There is still no planning decision on this matter. Rushcliffe are intent on tightening the S106 agreement that addresses the re-letting and future sale of the dwellings.  Councillor Gladstone has been informed that a decision is likely in the next week or so.  

11.     REFURBISHMENT OF BENCHES AND NOTICE BOARDS
Councillor Oxby has requested that quotes be obtained for this project.  Councillor Carline will search out three independent quotes for consideration at the next meeting.  There are three benches and two notice boards in the Village that require attention.
Councillor Oxby requested that work be carried out on the lettering on the War Memorial.  Councillor Gladstone will ask for a quote from a local signwriter to complete this work.
12.     ANNUAL PARISH MEETING
Councillor Oxby reported that the Village Hall has been booked for the Annual Parish Meeting on May 26th.  

Councillor Earl reported that Mrs Julie Gillies has arranged for someone to talk at the meeting on the subject of allotments.  She is awaiting a reply from a representative from the Grantham Canal Group regarding a speaker attending the Annual Parish Meeting.  
Councillor Cuthill is to book  Mr Nigel Hamshere from the Greening Campaign to talk about the way forward for Kinoulton.
13.     GREENING CAMPAIGN
Councillor Cuthill reported that it had been a good launch.  Cards were being posted through all homes and he would look forward to seeing cards appear in windows once householders had committed themselves to meeting the pledges.  Councillor Gladstone was impressed with the response of the children at this event who, he said, were very committed.  
14.      ALLOTMENTS
Councillor Earl reported that the new land agreement was basically the same as the one that had been  distributed to Councillors previously but it was for three years as opposed to five.  After that it would be for a further three years or year by year after that.  Councillor Oxby suggested that it would be helpful to have the lease looked at by a Solicitor who could advise Councillor Earl on this matter.  Councillor Oxby also stressed that the site would need to be managed by the Parish Council as the lease would not allow subletting to an allotment association.
Councillor Earl will contact the Allotment Society to clarify points raised regarding the proposed lease.  She will seek a written response to these points and report back to the Parish Council at the next meeting.
Councillor Earl questioned whether there is a need to apply for planning permission for car parking spaces.  Councillor Oxby will consult the General Permitted Development Order to check if planning permission will be required. 
Councillor Gladstone has asked that by the next meeting Councillor Earl brings in a business plan for the next three years for the Parish Council to approve the income and expenditure.

18.     PARISH AFFAIRS
Daffodils - Councillor Evans reported that the daffodils had been slashed down on the grass verges beside the footpath to Vimy Ridge but fortunately they had now recovered. 
Village Gathering - Councillor Evans reported that a meeting to discuss a village gathering was held on 19th April and there was quite a lot of enthusiasm for such an event. It was proposed that a horticultural type of event be held on September 3rd 2010.

Flag Pole - Councillor Evans, as the Parish Council’s representative on the Village Hall Committee, said that the condition of the flag pole in the Village Hall car park had been raised.  This has been taken up by the Village Hall Committee.
Community Shop - Councillor Cuthill reported that Carola Jones of Rushcliffe Borough Council is organising a meeting on Wednesday 28th April to discuss Community Shops.  Councillor Cuthill may be able to attend to collect information on this.
Bus Time Table - Councillor Earl reported that the bus timetable had been changed so this information needed to be brought to the attention of the Villagers.  The Clerk has some leaflets outlining the new timetable and will place them in the Village Hall foyer.
Political Posters - Councillor Cuthill reported that he had found a Political poster for UKIP at the bus stop and was unsure about whether it should be left there or not.  Councillor Gladstone suggested that no Political Posters should be allowed in the Village other than those displayed in peoples’ own gardens.

A46 –  The second inquiry closed on Wednesday 14th and it will be some weeks before the report goes in to the Secretary of States for deliberation and decision.  In the Highway’s Agency closing remarks there was a positive endorsement of the slip road for Kinoulton.
