21.     ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Chairman – Councillor Jon Gladstone. Proposed by Councillor Oxby. Seconded by Councillor Kingsbury             All agreed. Councillor Jon Gladstone accepted the office of Chairman and signed the Chairman’s declaration of office.

23.     MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

The minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on the 20th April, 2009, as previously circulated, were taken as read and, with amendments, were signed by the Chairman as a true record.

24.    MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
Bus Shelter
The Clerk is to put this onto next month’s agenda as Councillor Carline was not available to update the Councillors on this matter.
Grantham Canal
Councillor Earl has spoken to Mr Simon Gent from British Waterways regarding local area volunteers.  She will find out what their role is and report back to the Parish Council.

25.    ALLOTMENTS

Councillor Earl gave an up-date of the current position regarding the allotments.  She advised that she had consulted with the legal department of the National Association of Allotments and Leisure Gardens regarding the terms of the lease. Their view was that the lease, as written, was acceptable. Councillor Oxby emphasised that the lease was between the Parish Council and the landowner and does not allow for subletting other than on allotment garden agreements.   Therefore, the allotments are the Parish Council’s legal responsibility to run, working in conjunction with the Allotments Society.  Councillor Gladstone proposed that the lease agreement for approximately 2.45 acres of land off  Owthorpe Lane, identified for allotments for Kinoulton, should be approved. Councillor Oxby proposed this was amended to also authorise the Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Parish Council to sign the agreement on behalf of the Parish Council.   This was seconded by Councillor Earl.  All agreed.  A copy of the Lease is being held by the Parish Council.
Councillor Oxby stressed that it would be necessary for the Clerk to be authorised to act on behalf of the Parish Council regarding the day to day matters on the allotments. Councillor Gladstone proposed that the Clerk and Responsible Finance Officer should have delegated responsibility to sign allotment agreements, serve notice to terminate agreements, send rent demands and collect rents.  Seconded by Councillor Evans.  All agreed.

The Parish Council as a whole, wished to record a huge vote of thanks to Councillor Earl for her diligent work in this matter.

County Councillor John Cottee, offered to investigate funding for this from the Nottinghamshire County Council’s Local Improvement Scheme.

35.     MATTERS ARISING FROM THE COUNCILLOR’S DISTRIBUTION ENVELOPE
Finger Posts
Councillor Cottee informed the Parish Council that he had pursued the repair and maintenance of the finger posts at Hall Lane, Kinoulton and Kinoulton Lane, Owthorpe. He had been assured that work would begin as soon as possible.  The delay had been caused by long term sickness of the relevant Council employee.
36.     PARISH AFFAIRS
Post Office Outreach Service: Councillor Evans understands that a new one year contract has been agreed with Syston Post Office to provide a post office outreach service in Kinoulton.  The problems that were experienced with this service earlier this year was down to equipment failure.  The Post Office has resolved these issues and the Parish Council hope that Villagers will be encouraged to use the service again.
Damaged Chevron: Clerk is to contact highways to inform them of the demolition of the chevron at the corner with the lane to Lodge Farm.
Speedwatch: Councillor Earl reported that a Parishioner had made enquires of her as to whether Speedwatch was going to be used again.  Councillor Gladstone said that he would arrange some further training on this equipment and Councillor Kingsbury volunteered to undertake the training.  Councillor Kingsbury asked if any further research had been pursued regarding speeding signage.  Councillor Gladstone asked that it be put on June’s agenda for further discussion.

Verge Cutting Policy: Councillor Evans asked about the verge cutting policy and how it affected flowers on the verges.  She was concerned about the newly planted daffodils being cut down so drastically.  Councillor Evans will draft a letter to the County Council, inviting their response to this matter.
