A46 Traffic Changes
(Balfour Beatty’s latest news)
· By Christmas it was hoped to have traffic on the full length of the new road.  At this stage only some sections will be used as a 2 lane, dual carriageway as there will still be works ongoing
· Widmerpool Junction - Work will be ongoing to early 2012.
· Kinoulton Lane to A606 link - The current programme has this link open to traffic by early spring 2012.  
· A46 to A606 Southbound Slip Road - The initial 4 week closure of this slip road will have to be extended as the foundations of the old road have been found not to be up to standard. A further 4 weeks is likely to be needed to fully reconstruct the old carriageway.
· Colston Road -  re-opened with no direct access onto the A46 as the bridge takes traffic over the new road only.
· Colston Gate - Now closed.  This road is currently programmed to re-open by Christmas 2011. Once re-opened there will be no direct access to the new A46.
· Stragglethorpe Junction - From late October A46 traffic will be travelling on the new A46 over the new bridge.
· Stragglethorpe Slip Roads - Short duration closures of the north bound slip roads will be needed to complete works once traffic has been diverted over the bridge.
· Cropwell Road - Access with A46 is currently closed. In October, when A46 traffic is on the new road excavation of the old A46 to form the underbridge will commence.  The current programme shows the new bridge open to traffic in early 2012.  Activities here are very weather dependent, so if we have a dry winter this should be January.
·  Radcliffe Road - Access with the A46 is currently closed and will remain closed until early 2012 (as above).  Once re-open there will be no direct access to the new A46 at this location.
· Henson Lane - New lane open.
· A52 Saxondale (new Bingham Island) - A46 traffic will be taken over the top of the island in November 2011.
· Saxondale Bridleway Bridge - The new bridleway bridge is in position and work to complete the approaches underway.  The bridge is currently programmed for opening by Christmas 2011.
· Bingham Railway Bridge - A46 traffic will be travelling under the new bridge in November 2011.
All dates are per the current programme and are subject to change.

 A card is posted through your door from a company called PDS (Parcel Delivery Service) suggesting that they were unable to deliver a parcel and that you need to contact them on 0906 6611911 (a premium rate number).Please don’t call this number as this is a mail scam originating from Belize. If you call the number and you start to hear a recorded message you will already have been billed £315 for the phone call.
